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and other arrangements made the Provincial Ex-
ecutive Commirtee of British Columbia shall act

as the Dominion Executive Committee.

ARTICLE V.

Conventions.

Section \. A Provincial convention shall be
held whenever necessary. A general vote of the
membership of the Province shall be taken atttiit

v^nr hotwopr MtMt'i' >i 1 H) iiiiil njiini l|>t) to decide
upon the necessity and ai.,)roximate date of hold-

ing a convention, and where it shall be held.

Sec. 2. Each Local shall be entitled to send
one delegate, and an additional delegate for each
twenty members or major portion f-ereof in good
standing. Delegates must be members of the Lo-

cal they are elected to represent. Delegates shall

be allowed to vote by proxy for members of their

own Local only.

Sec. 3. The Provincial convention shall select

the seat of the Provincial B^xecutive Committee
and investigate and decide all difficulties with
the party in its own jurisdictioit.

Sec. 4. The Dominion invention shall decide

the form of organization and draft the party

platform.

Sec. 5. The place of holding the first Dominion
convention and basis of rei)resentation thereto

may be decided by Provincial Executive Commit-
tees actius under Article IV., Secticii 1, Suli-Sec-

ticn d.

Sec. 6. All acts of the conventions shall be
submitted to the Locals for general vote.
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
