There is some doubt with which I
need not trouble you, with regard to
the identity of this Hobab. Probably
he was a man of about the same size
as Moses, his brother-in-law, and a
son of Jethro, a wily Kenite,;, a Be-
douin Arab. Moses begs him to Jom
himself to hxs motley company, and
to be to him in the wilderness “in-
stead of eyes.” What did Moses want

a man for, when he had the cloud?
What do we want common sense for,
when we have got God’s spirit?~What
do we want experience and counsel for
when we have divine guidance promis-
ed to us? The two things work in to-
gether. The cloud led the march, but
it was very well to have a man that
knew all about the oases
wells, the situation of which was
krown only to the desert-bern tribes,
and who could teach the helpless
slaves from Goshen the secrets of
camp life. So Moses pressed Hobab
to change. his position to break with
his past, and to launch himself into
an altogether new and untried sort of
ljte.

And what does he plead with him
as the reason? “We will do thee good,
for the Lord hath spoken good con-
cerning ISrael.” Probably Hobab look-
ed rather shy at the security, for
suppose he was no worshipper or Je-
hovah, and said: ‘“No; I had rather
g0 home to my own people, and my
own kindred, and my father’'s houss,
where I fit in, and keep to my own
ways, and have something a little
more definite to lay hold of than your
promise, or the promise of your Je-
hovah that lies behind it. These are
not solid, and I am going back to my
own people.’s But Moses pressed, and
he at last consented, and the following
verses suggest that the arrangement
was made satisfactorily, and that the
Journeyings began prosperously. In
the Book of Judges we find traces of
the presence of Hobab's descendants
as incorporated among the people of
Israel. One of them came tosome-
thing, the Jael who struck the tent-peg
through the temples of the sleeping
Israel. Onz of them came to some
Heber the Kenite.” Probably, then, in
some sense Hobab must have become
a ‘worshipper of Jehovah, and have
cast in his lot with his brother-in-law
and his people. I do not seec Hobab
up as a shining example. We do not
know much about his religion. But it
seems to me that this little glimpse
into a long-forgotten and unimportant
life may teach us two or three things
about the venture of faith”the life of
falth, and the reward of faith.

IL—THE VENTURE OF FAITH.

I have already said that Hobab had
nothing in the world to trust to ox-
cept Moses’ word -and Moses' report of
God’s Word.“We will do you good; and
God has said that he will do good to
us, and you shall have your share in
it.” It was a grave thing, and in many
circumstances would have been a sup-
remely foclish thing, credulous to the
verge 'of insanity, to risk all upon the
mere promise of one in Moses’ position,
who had so little in his own promise
with which to fulfill the promise; and
who referred him to an unseen Divin-
ity, somewhere or other; and so drew
bills upon heaven and futurity, and
did not feel hintself at all bound to
pay them when they fell due, unless
God would give him the cash to do it
with. But Hobab took the plunge; he
ventured all upon these two promises
—Moses’s word, and God’s word that |
underlay it.

Now that is just what we have to do.
For, after all, talking about reasons
for belief, and evidences of" religion,
and all the rest of it, it all comes to-
this at last—will you risk everything

on Jesus Christ’'s bare word? There !

are plenty of reasons for doing so, but
what I wish to bring out, is this, that
the living heart and root of true Chris-

tianty is neither more nor less than the .

apsolute and utter reliance upon noth-
ing else but Christ, and - therefore on
His word. He did not even condeseend
to give reasons for that reliance,. for
His “most solemn assurance was j‘ust
this, “Verily, verily, L say, unto, you,”

That is as much as to say, “If you
@o not see in me, without any argu-
ment, reason enough for believing me,
you do not see me at all.” Christ did
argue—He ~asserted, and in default of
all other proof, if I might venture to
say so, He put down His own person-
ality into the seales and said:

wonder that “they were astonished at
His @octrine.”’—not so much at the sub-
stance of it as at the tone of it.
be taught them with authority.”

But Whit; right had He to teach them '

with autBority? What right had He
to _present Himself in front of us and
say, “I say unto you, and there is an
end of it?’ The heart and essence of
Christian faith is doing, in a far sub-
limer fashion, precisely what this wild
Arab did, when he uprooted himself
from the conditions in which his life
had grown up and flung himself into
an unknown future, on bare trust in a
bare word. Jesus Christ asks us to
da the same by Him. Whether His
word comes to us revealing or com-
manding, or promising, it is absolute,

and, for His teue followers, ends all |

controversy, all hesitation, all reluct-
ance. When he commands it is—

Theirs not to reascn why,

Theirs not to make reply,

Theirs but to do and—live! |

And when He promises it is for us to
twine all the tendrils of our expecta~
tions round that faithful werd, and to
feel “which hope we have as an an-
chor of the soul, sure and steadfast.”
The venture of faith takes a word for
the solid thing in the universe, and the
Incarnate Word of God for the basis of
all our hope—the authority for all our
conduct. “The Master-licht of all our

The kinfrances to his joiming Moses
were plafnly put ‘by himself, He said
{in effect,.“I will not go; I will depart

; to mine own.land and to Wy Kindréd.
' Why should I -attach myself to. a
horde pof .strangers, and go.wandering
about the désert £of the rést of my life,
looking out for encampments for them,
when I can go;back where I have been
all my-days, and be surrébunded by the
familiar atmosphere of friends and re-
latives.” But he bethought himself
that. there.was a nobler -life .to lve
than that, and because he was stirred
by the impulse of reliance on: Moses
and his promise, and perhaps by some
germ -of reliance“on Moses' God, he
finally said, *The dieis'cast. I choose
my side. I will break with the past.
I turn my back on kindred and heme.
Here I draw a broad line across the
page, and begin over again an alto-
gether new kind of life. I identify my-
self with these wanderers, sharing
their fortunes, hoping to share their
prosperity, and taking their God for
my God.” He had probably not been
a nomad before, for there are perman-
ent settlements as well as nomad en-
campments in Arabia, as there were
in those days, and he and his relatives,
from the few facts that we know of
them, had a fixed home with a very
narrow zone of wandering round it. So
Hobab, an old man probably, if he
was anything like the age of his con-
nection by marriage, Moses, who was
e.ghty at thig time, makes up his
mind to begin a new career.

Now that {8 what we hdve to do. It
we have the faith in Christ and this
promise, we shall not say, “I am go-
ing back to my kindred and to my
home.” We shall not. We ghall be
prepared to accept the conditions oy
the wanderer's life. We shall recog-
nize aml feel, far more than we ever
have done, that we are indeed pilgrims
and sojourners here.. :Dear Christian
friend, we have no business to call our-

selves Christ's men uniess the verv !

characteristic of our lives is that we
are drawn ever forward by the pros-
pect of ‘future good, so that that fu-
tare ‘is ‘a great deal more sold and
more gperative upon us, and tells more
on our lives, than this intrusive solid-
seeming present, that thrusts itself be-
tween us and’our true home. That is
a sure saying. The Christian obliga-
tion to live a life of detachment, ‘even
while diligent in duty, is not to be
brushed aside as pulpit rhetoric and
exaggeration, but ‘it is the plainest
teaching. of the New Testament. I
wish it was a little more exembplified

in the daily life of the people who cau |

themselves Christians.

If I am not living for the unseen
and the future, what right have I to
say that I am Christ's at all?
shadows are more than the substances
to me; if this condensed vapor and fog
that calls itself reality has not been
to our apprehension thinned away in-
to the unsubstantial mist that' it |is,
what have the principles of Christian-
ity done for us, and what -  .worth is
Christ's word to me?  If I believe him,
the world is but—I ‘do not say, as the
sentimental poét put it, a fleeting

. show, for ‘man's illusion given, but it

either reveal or obscure the realities
»beyond and nccordlns as we look at,
]or look through. ‘“the things seén and
temporal,”” do we see, or miss, the
things unseen and eternal:

Had he.not bhetter
i have gone back to Midian and rhade
use of the present reality than follow-
i ed a will-of-the-wisp that led him into
a bog, if he got none of the good that
he set out expecting to get? Then, did
he make a mistake? Would he have
‘ been’ a Wiser man if ‘he had stuck to
his first refusal? Surem not, It seems
to me that the yery fact of this great
proniise being given to this old—dare
I call Hobab a saint ?—to-this old saint,
and never being fulfilled at-ail in this
world, compels us to belleve that there
was some gleam of hope, and of cer-
tainty, of a future life, even in these
earliest days of dim and partial revel-
ation,

To me it is very illumina.tlve and
very beautiful that the dying Jacob
bursts in his song into a sudden ex-
clamation, “I have waited for  Thy
salvation, O Lord!” It is it he had feit
that all his life long he had been wait-
ing for what had never come, and that
it could not be that God was going to
let him down to the gravé and never
grasp the good that he had been wait-
ing for all his days. We may apply
substantially the same thoughts to
Hobab, and to all his life, and may
turn them to our own use, and argue
that the {imperfections of the conse-
quences of our faith here on sarth are
themselves evidences of a future,

Keenan, who was rescued, was in a
serious condition and had to.be worked
over for a long time  before being
brought to.

‘and Jack Wood and Walter Bradley
in another.

The life savers at Plum Island had
seen the upset and eame out in the
surf boat and immediately took the
men to the island, where restoratives

were applied. All but Keenan rallied -

quickly, Keenan affer being revived

-was put in bed and is expected to be

all right tomorrow-

The launch was swept swiftly out to
sea  and was séen to be picked up by
a fishing fleet bound for Rockport, a
mile further out to sea and was prob-
ably towed to port.

There is litttle chance that the bodies
of the men drowned will be recovered,
They went down in about 60 feet of
water, and as there was a strong ebb
tide they were probably carried out
to sea.
