House of Commons,
Ottawa, 3rd July, 1895.
D. Donaldsen, Esq., Vancouver, B. C.

My Dear S8ir,—It is now quite clear that 1
cannot be in Victoria on the 12th inst., as I
do not feel at liberty, at present, to leave my
duties here, and I take this means of askipg
you to apologize for my absence, and to ex-
press, on my behalf, how much I regret my
inability to take part in the demonstration at
Victoria on the anniversary of the Battle of
the Boyne. I am sure, however, both you and
those who think with you and we will agree
that my proper place is the House of Com-
mons until the Government determine, which
up to this moment they have not, as to
whether they will attempt to pass a remedial
bill through this Parliament for the purpose
of re-establishing a separate school system in
Manitoba. No more imporiant question, In my
mind, has come before any Canadian Parlia-
ment duning my experience—now not very far
short of 20 years' service—and I have been
obliged in consequence to delay my departure
for England; and I may be obliged to relin-
quish the-briefs which I hold in the cases for
argument before the Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council at their present sittings. I @o
not, however, regret this if my presence here
can be of any service, or if I may in any way
be the instrument by which the Government
can be prevented under the domination of the
French wing of the Cabinet, from interfering
with the educational affairs of the young but
rapidly growing Province of Manitoba. It is
not merely a question as to Catholic schools;
but a question as to the continuation of French
schools and French teaching in the schools.
‘The agitation for the restoration of separate
schools, which, as I have already sald, were
in reality French schools, comes not from
the Catholics of Manitoba, but from the French
Canadian hierarchy who have all along en-
deavored, in some way or another, to create
another Quebec in the Northwest -Territory of
the Dominion. If they succeed it will render
the task of creating a homogeneous people in
Manitoba almost a hopeless one; it will re-
tard the development of the central Provinces
of the Dominion and be the means of stirring
up an agitation from one end of Canada to
the other, to the great detriment of our ma-
terfal and national interests. The French-
Canadian hierarchy who seek to create in
Manitoba the same racial division which has
proved so disastrous in Quebec, do not hesi-
tate at the means to which they resort. The
whole country has recently been scandalized
by the publication of a communication from
one of the prominent bishops of Quebec in
which it appears that that prelate pald a
visit to Rome for the purpose of interesting
the body known there as the Sacred College of
the Propaganda in the school question of
Manitoba. In his narration of the history of
events, he was guilty of the most astonish-
ing misrepresentations, This so-called loyal
French-Canadian openly assailed the honer
and Integrity of the Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council of England in the decision which
they gave with respect to the constitutionality
of the Manitoba school acts. And more re-
prehensible still, actually entered into a con-
spiracy. with the Prefect of this Sacred Col-
lege of Cardinals to tamper with the admin-
istration of justice, and proposed using His
Eminence, Cardinal Vaughan, of England, for
that purpose; so as to secure a favorable re-
sult in the- appeal which the Judicial Com-
mittee had then under consideration, This
precious document naturally enough has arous-
ed indignation throughout the whole English-
speaking portion of Canada.
