Egyptian darkness reign-
e@*supreme; in fact you could not see
ten feet ahead of you. It is not merely
the inconvenience of locomotion, but
it causes great irritation to the eyes,
nose and throat, Sometimes it is al-
most impossible to get one's breath.

The winters are not severe; not the

extreme cold mor the amount of snow
that we have in Canada; but this de-
ficiency is well made up for by rain
and dampness., During this season it
seems to rain without the least possi-
ble effort.
