The Panama Canal was opened to
commerce on Saturday, The steamer
Ancon was the first vessel to pass
through, gaily decorated, the flags of
all ations hoisted to mark the inter-
natipnal aspect of the occasion, Four
merchantmen and one yacht passed
through the canal om Sunday, Two
more ships went through on Monday
aud the Peruvian torpedo boat Tenients
Rodrignez passed through on Tuesday
This was the first naval vessel to use the

Canal.

C. Bryant, R. N., i The
Opera House on the 1oth iust. He|
divided his subject into two sections.
The speaker first dealt with the ships
and men of the Royal Navy, illustrated
by one hundred slides, The explana
