1886, 1688 and 1881, when the 
new mileage was respectively 13,000, 
9,000, U.CCO and 0.796. mites, tie 
record for tho post year exceeds that of 
every other year in history, with the
-------tion of the year 1871, when 7;S7*

were added.
Now track was laid in all but two of 

tho thirty-seven states and territories, 
the exceptions being ft* Nevada. Kan­
sas still-leads tho list in the extent of 
new mileage, and she hoadooe so for 
several of the years. California comes 
next The. most striking characteristic 
of tho year's work is the largo number 
of separate lines of which it is com­
posed and the correspondingly small 
average—less than twenty mi lee—for 
each lino. Only about twelve built 
more then KXI miles each ; those doing 
tho largest amount of work being (ho 
Chicago, Kansas and Nebraska, 418 
miles; St Paul, Minncapoliaaiid Mani­
toba, 374 miles, end Southern Pacific, 
through, various subsidiary companies, 
a littlo over S00 miles. These facts are 
important as showing how. the nature 
of tho work of railway construction 
changed iu a single year. The. build­
ing of great competitive linee practi­
cally ceased for tho immediate present, 
and the year's work waa, chiefly de­
voted to tho constriction of. short In­
dependent lioee or branches.

Sculpture.
Sculpture must first be a common­

place, a fashionable necessity in the 
homo life, before it can flourish greatly 
and nationally in a. commonwealth 
like ours. Tho-Acld o/ tho sculptor as 
tho rival of tho painter in tho daily 
affections of. .amateurs is practically 
un worked; scarcely suspected; yet the 
signs of its presence are on all sides.

As to what 
is now called sculpture—backed as it 
is by no large mass of trained, culti­
vated fosterers—tho silent nation of 
marble and bronse statues which men 
think of when sculpture is mentioned 
becomes already oppressive. Our 
parks "will soon offer the cluttered 
chaos of tho cemetery and become a 
derision. But will not then a wider 
taste, wearying of easel pictures and 
pictures on tho wall, carved woods nnd 
bric-a-brac, turn to statuary for agree­
able, companionable forma of art, at 
onco calmer in temperament and more 
indestructible than the fashionable 
decorations of our homes? It is only 
by beginning at the fireside that we 
can cultivate the public taste to the 
level of Athens and Florence, nnd 
Uavo tho knowledge to bid our sculp­
tors grapple with thoso grandest,forms 
of urt that for their backgrounds do 
round a sea, a landscape, or n steopled 
town-— Century.

If 1 da not rise at the 
liar I wilj not h»ve to qieet the re 
pmu$«*0(,i»y own conscience,''

The young man understood himself 
well. His success as a lawyer was ex 
traordityry. Before he had been prac 
ticing five years lie had within his 
reach a law business that would have 
brought him an income of $50,000 or 
*100.000 a year. But he had not fore 
seen that he was a bom political glodi 
ator, and that the oppression of Irish 
men and the miseries of Ireland would 
constitute the one great cause of his 
career.

When O’Connell took up the Irisl 
question many of bis. fellow Irishmen, 
like himself, were under a religious 
and legislative yoke. They wore for­
bidden even tp hold real property. 
The agitator lived, to see some of the 
worst (ltoibjlities removed, and this 
largely through his own incessant 
efforts. His parliamentary tactics were 
much the same as Parnell's—he may­
be said to have invented them. He 
waa elected. to-Pariiameut. in 1828, and 
was the first Catholic Irish membei 
alter tho revolution. The cnnmcipn 
tion act received the royal signature 
In 1829.

Parliament voted to admit O'Con­
nell if ha would take the oath obliga­
tory with alb members at the time, 
Hie first appearance in tile house of 
commons is thus described : "The ex­
citement was intense; breathless 
sitence prevailed In that crowded as 
ecmbly when O'Connell was intro­
duced by Sir R Burdett and Lord 
Duncannon, The speaker then In­
formed. nil», of the resolution of the 
house op, t}te previous night—that lie 
could not take his seat unless ho took 
tho,oath prescribed at the time ho was 
elected, The liberator then said 
"May I ask to see tho oath?” Tin 
clerk was directed: to hand him the 
oath, which was printed on a large 
card. O'Connell put on his spectacle! 
and perused the oath with deepest at­
tention. One would suppose lie had 
never soon Ihoouth before; during the 
few minutes ho vas so perusing it the 
smallest pin could bo heard drop.

Ho then said: “I see in this oath one 
assertion cs to u matter of fact which 
I know to ho false, I see in it another 
asset-lion as to a matter of opinion 
which I believe to be untrue. I there 
fore refuse to take that oath,” and. 
With an expression of the most pro­
found contempt, he flung the card 
from him on too table of the house. 
The house was literally struck of 0 
heap, No other phrase that I know of 
but that quaint, old fashioned one can 
accurately describe the feeling oi 
amusement that pervaded parliament 
for some minutes after tho card was 
thus contemptuously flung on the 
table. Tno speaker then said: “The 
honorable and learned gentleman 
having refused to take tho Oath, will 
please retire below the bar," aud tho 
Liberator, again leaning on Eurdctl 
and Duncannon, came below tbe bar 
and «at near me under tho gal lory, In 
tho debate that ensued tbe speakers on 
all sides jiaid him tho highest compli­
menta, but it ended in tho issuing of a 
new writ for Clare.—Detroit Free 
Press.______________
