A TRIBUTE FROM SCOTLAND.

AN OnLp MONTREALER AT INVERNESS,
ScorLAND, SPEAKs OF OUR REBELLION.

Rev, Gavin Lang, formerly pastor of
St. Andrew’s churc?n, Montreal, and chap-
lain of the Royal Scots, is now chaplain
of the 1kt Inverness-shire Artillery volun-
teers, and the other Sunday, in the course
of a sermon to the brigade'at the West
Parish Church, Inverness, said: Nor can
it be any longer urged, as it has been
over and over again, that the likelihood
of the Reserve Force being pressed into
active warfare is either faint or remote.—
The time was when it was largely looked
upon as a body banded together for show
rather than for use. That time is past.
The history of the volunteer - movement
has arrived at a stage at once more acute

and more honorable. As a confirmation
of this statement, I invite you to cast a |
glance, across the seas to Canada. What |
is the tale told by recent events in that |
country? Isit not that, but for the means |
of resistance and defence within herself,
a most wanton and uurighteous outbreak |
would have been, at least in the first in-|
stance, wofully triumphant? Speaking !
of the rebellion in the great North West |
Territory, one of ourlocal journals wisely !
remarked the other day that not only
“has itibeen the means of uniting the
people of Canada as they never were uni-
ted before,” but also it has shown that
the Dominion is able to deal with an in- |
surrection suddenly sprung upon it, and |
of extensive ramifications, without outside |
assistance ; and it has shown the endm‘-{
ance, courage and bravery of the citizen |
soldiers of the colony.” Several years|
ago a similar insurrection took place near |
the same spot, and some of us will doubt- !
less remember that the necessity then
arose tp send out from our shores what'
was knbwn as the Red River ExYedition,
under Sir Garnet (now Lord) Wolseley.—
On thd occasion of this later struggle in |
't of the Dominion, which has
happily all but ended, where, with an
Egyptian campaign of vast magnitude
severely taxing our resources, and war on
a still waster scale threatened elsewhere |
in the East—where would regular troops
of the line have been easily found for
prompt. despatch to crush a revolt 6000
miles off, and growing in dimensions and
boldness with every hour’s delay in its
suppression? If there had not been at
hand thoroughly trained volunteers, and,
in addition, that marvellous product of
private enterprise and public spirit, the
Canadian Pacitic Railway, ready to rapidly
couvey them to the scene of conflict, God
only can tell what would have been the
immediate issue of the crisis so serious
and alarming! From the circumstance
that during my residence in Canada, I
served as chaplain to one of the oldest of
her regiments, the Royal Scots, 1 may be
pardonéd. dwelling with infinite satisfac-
tion upan those exploits and achievements
which Bave culminated in the signal de- |
feat and discomfiture of the rebels who,
with skilfully chosen ground and deadly
aim, proved no despicable enemy with
whom to-coutend. Who could but admire
the very patriotism displayea by, on the
one hand, employers of labor in allowing
those doing their work to go to the front
without forfeit of their business position,
and, on.the other hand employees who,
withouf a moment’s hesitation, went
forth with theirlives in their hands.—
And how shall we mgrk our appreciation
of the beroism of those who spilt their
blood in the sacred cause of law and loyal-
ty? There was not one of them who did
not emnulate the perfect resignation, as
well as conspicuous daring, of the young
Scottish volunteer, whose last words, as
he fell,) were, “ Tell my mother that I|
died like a man on the field of battle!” |

Salisbury, in moving the
adjournment of the house, said it would
be convenient to explain the condition of
one or two important questions which
greatly affected the foreign affairs and
position of England. A matter of the
greatest importance was the recent ne-
gotiations with Russia in regard ‘to the
frontier of Afghanistan. The business of
the government was not now to consider
or comment upon the.past. It was their
business to take up the policy of their
predecessors and conduet it to an issue.

here were very clear restrictions upon
the action of the present government
arising from the fact they had assumed
office in a time when certain matters were
drawing near an end, and the result-be-
ing that many pledges were given; and
the first duty of any government was to
see that pledges which an English govern-
ment had given should be observed. As
far as he had an opportunity of judging,
the negotiations Letween Russia and
England had been copducted with an
earnest desire to arrive at an adequate
settlement, but he was bound to say the
negotiations had not gone far enough to
enable him to speak positively.

Whatever settlement might be arrived at,
it was our duty to skilfully devise and
vigorously carry out measures for the de-
fence of the Indian frontiér. Further-
more, we should stretch out beyond, so
that when the tide of war comes it will
not come near our defence. These pre-
parations must be promptly and ener-

& trust this policy
will never be abandoned. In concluding
hjs speech, Lord Salisbury said the present
difficvlty in Egypt is, perhaps, one of the
most complicated problems ever submit-
ted to a government. The difficulties are
enormous and of many kinds. These dif-
ficulties now form the subject of negotia-
tiou. Perhaps it is rather early to express
an opinion astothe issne. Beforedeciding
upon any remedy. the government must
take council of those best qualified by
experience to gnide them. Their policy
should be steady and without oscillation.

ONE OF THE MOST MOMENTOUS ISSUES

was the defence of the frentier of Egypt
by Egyptians, assisted no doubt, in some
measure by ourselves, against the tide of
fanaticism and barbarism. Itisnecessary
to establish such a state of things, that if
we eventually withdrew our protecting
hand, Egypt would be left safe. All
these questions require time to settle.
One principle must animate us, namely,
to so weigh our steps that once taken we
must not retrace them. The military
difficulty is a large. The political diffi-
culty is a greater one. The most impor-
tant of all Egyptian questions, however,
said Salisbury, was the financial question,
which was as yet unsettled. Until this
question was settled nothing could’ be
1}rmc. There was no alternative between
taking a steady, cautiouns, and circumspect
policy, and taking a course which would

abandon Egypt to her fate. Salisbury
then referred to

of the government. He said it was not
intended to forward contentious legisla-
tion and to promote only such measures as
were necessary.

BRITAIN’S NAVY.

WHAT THE RETIRING SECRETARY TO THE
ADMIRALTY SAYS.

Mr. W. S. Caine, M. P., speaking at
Nestdn, Cheshire, England, said we lost
prestige by the constant efforts made by
the Tory party to “depreciate the power
and resources of the Empire for party
purposes. If foreign statesmen read noth-
mg but our Conservative press, they
miglit well conclude that we had no army
or navy. He would assure them that so
far as the navy was concernedyit was
never, in the history of our country, in a
more efficient condition than it was to-day
(cheers). Our navy was stronger than
that of any two Powers combined. When
the shipbuilding programme of the Gov-
ernment was completed it would be as
strong as that of three Powers of Europe.
We could take every ship in the French
fleet and lay alongside im‘ as strong a
ship as hers, and find ourselves at the end
with a reserve fleet equal to that of any
other Power (cheers). We had shown
that at a week or two’s notice we could
sweep the sea with merchant cruisers,
and could huild more ships of war, from
an ironclad to a torpedo boat, in a given
time, than all the nations of the world
put together (applause). Fecrtunately for

| us, foreign Powers did not rely on the

information they got from Tory orators,
but on their own intelligence department,
which told them the truth about the
British navy. He was in favor of a strong
navy, as strong as the country would pay
for.

HoxoRrs FOR A NOVA SCOTIAN.

SrockHOLM, SWEDEN, July 2.—The
supreme lodge of the {nternational order
of Good Templars is in session here. This
is the first time in the quarter of a cen-
tury’s history of the order that the inter-
national assembly has met in a non-En-
glish speaking country. There are some
40,000 good templars in Sweden and the
reception to the delegates has been a re-
Lul»]_\’ enthusiastic one. Delegates
are present from the United States,
England, Ireland, Scotland, Wales, India,
Australia, South Africa, and other
parts of the world. Nova Scotia is re-
presented by Rev. W. G. Lane and R. R.
Duncan. The reports show the organiza-
tion to be in a most flourishing condition,
and its membership to be about a quarter
of a million. .\Im-lkml progress has been

RUSSIA.

A despatch from Teheran states that1,-
000 Persians wre at work constructing the
Trans-Caspian Railway. Warlike pre-
gmmt‘ifms are still being continued by

ussia. Rumors are in circulation in the
Bazaars of Teheran that war will probab-
ly occur after the Trans-Caspian Railway
is completed to Merv. The Russians are
bridging the River Murghab, on the con-
tines of Afghanistan ; 800 Russian infantry
are at Old Sarakhs. The Persians are
fortifying Persian sarakhs, and building
barracks there for troops. A foundry has
been started at Herat for the casting of
heavy guns. )

Raussian advices from Vladivostock i#ay
that a Russian steamship which attempt-
ed to enter Port Hamilton, was intercept-
ed and forbidden to enter by an English
man-of-war. The English are said to be
fortifying the Port.

A million and a lalf of roubles have
been granted to complete fortifications in
the harbor of Nicolaiev on the Black Sea.

The Russian Government proposes to
abandon the White sea fleet. The White
sea is frozen over in great part from
October till May.

Orrawa, July 6.—After routine, in
answer, Mr. McLelan said $374,000
were received on account of sales of Do-
minion lands up to the 20th June for the
fiscal year and the amount expended was
$269,046.
