THE VENEZUELA COMMISSION.

* Tae BriTisH HELP THE AMERICANS IN

Every Way.

WasHINGTON, Oct. 6.—The first meet-
ing of the Venezuelan commission after
the summer vacation is called for Satur-
day-morning. when all the members of
the com uission are expected to be preseat
aud give an account of their independent
study of the question and the results of
their individual researches during the
past three monthe. It is announced that
all the evidence is now in, that the
briefs of both sides are considered as
cemplete, and th2 remaining work ie eou-
fined altogether to reaching the decision
and delivering the op:nion. Secretary
Mallet-Prevost, who returned to the city

. yesterday, atjonce eatered upon the work

of arranging all the dccuments for the
final cousideration of the tody, and, ac
cording to his expectations, the commit
tee will sit continuously until they deli.
ver to the President their report op the
true boundary line, which it is thought
they can do now with reasonable certain-
ty. Secretary Mallet-Prevost epeaks in
the highest terms of the attitude of the
British Government towards the com-
mission as shown in the treatment ac-
corded the experts, Professors Burr and
Dehaan, in London. Letters from these
agents of the commission show that in
London they were given the use of the
private «ffices of the Secretary of State
for the Colonies, Mr. Joseph Chamber-
lain, during his visit to this country
and that all the criginal documents and
maps 1 the peesession of England were
fieely accessible to them for comparison
and study. The officials of the Foreign
Office accorded them every facility for
examining the evidence on which th,
British case rested snl even the editcrs
of the blue book were in constant attend-
ance on them and assisted tnem io the
minute comparisons which were consid-

, ered essential to an exbaustive know-

ledge of the main points of the conten-
tion. The two prefessors Lhave now re-
tuined to the Hague to verity and collate
the original documeuvts in the archives
that affect the late phases of the ques-
tion, about the period of the Dutch trans-
fer of sovereignty to England, and if
they complete their work as they expect
by October 15, there appears to be no

. reason why the decision of the commis-
sion should not be announced in the
President’s annual message to Congress
on Dec. 7.

CANADIAN APPLES FOR ENG-
LAND.

Mr. R. W. Shepberd, Managing

Director of the Ottawa River Navigation
Company, makes a nobby of avple grow-
ing, and hie orchards at Como have this
fall the honor of supplying frvit for the
tables of Their Royal Highnesses the
Prince of Wales and the Duke of Yok
An order for Fameuse apples has just
been received by Mr. Shepherl from
Major-General Sir Francis de Winton,
coutroller of the Duke of York’s house-
hold, who also informe Mr. Shepherd
that tLe Canadian trces he supplied for
the orchaids of the Prince of Wales and
the-Duke of York last year are doing
well. This is not only a distinguished
houor to a Quebec orchard, butitisa
demonstration to the apple growers o
the Province of what they may do if
they grow fruit of first rate quality, and
see that icis carefully packed. Mr.
Shepherd does not export his fruit in
barrels, put packs them -carefully in
cases, something like an egg box, each
apple being placed in a separale compart.
ment made of cardboard. This “prevents
crushing and bruising, and secures the
placiog of the fruit on the Euoglish
market with its appearance uninjured- -
a most important consideration, for the
English buyeris as much influenced by
the Jock of the fruit as by its taste.

least $10,000,000, most of which would
be wanted for current expenditures. It
would be most unfortunate to have to
place a loan on the London matket in
the face of ruch a heavy deficit. Hon.
Mr. Foster concluded by reading a num-
ber of Liberal pledges of economy aud
retrenchment and contrasting premise
with perfo: mance.

Hon. Mr. Fielding twitted Hon, Mr.,
Foster for the deficits he had incurred,
and said that for most of this year’s ex-
penditure the preseut Goverument was
responsible, but he made no attempt to
answer Hon. Mr. Foster’s epeeck.

Sir Charles Tupper said that Hon. Mr.
Fielding had wholly failed to meet the,
gravamen cf the charge made by Hon
Mr. Foster. The Estimates of the
Government were un emphatic contra-
diction to their professions. N) attempt
had been made to show where the differ-
ence between 1evenue and expenditure
was to be obtained. It was as striking
an instarce of impotency as was ever
shown in Parliament and was calculated
to strike a severe blow at the credit of
this country.

Hon. Mr. Divies did not believe that
Sir Charles Tupper’s statement was caleu-
latud to exhance his reputation as a states-
man. HMe charged thet Sir Charlis
Tupper and Hon. Mr. Foster were
respongible, more than any two men in
Cauvada, for the facts before them, With
the exception of a small amount, every
dollar of thie propoeed exjenditure was
ene which had either been incurred by
themselves or which they had left ae
obligations on the present Government.
He claimed that tbe contented state of
the country was the best answer to the
criticisms of the Opporition and that the
people were prepared to await with con-
fidence the development of the policy of
the preseut Governmenr,

Hon. Mr. Wallace did not believe the
G vernment would be able to hide be-
binl the late Government in this
matter. Tae Goevernment must take the
responzibility of any expenditures pro-
posed for the current year. He quoted
Mr. David Mills’ opinion that the
Estimates could be reduced by about
$4,000,000 and said that there wonld he
a deep diappointment throcughout the
country when it was fourd that icstead
of decreasing them the Government had
added so largely to the year’s expendi-
ture.

The Supply Bill was then passed
throngh its third reading and the House
rose at 2,05 o’clock to meet again at five
minutes tc three for the prorogation
ceremony.

The first session of the eighth Parlia-
ment was formally prorogued this after-
noon by Lord Aberdeen.

The ceremony was much the same as
in former seeeions, except that the
general public interest in the event was
not &0 great as usnal. The Governor-
Genersl was accompanied by Lady
Aberdeen and the usual corps of aides-
de ‘Esmp and officials of the headquarters
staff,
