Coal Mine Horror.
Salt Lake Cm. Utah, Feb. II.—A spec­

ial to the Tribune from Kemnieret, W vc. 
says: A disastrous fire in tlie Diamondvilif 
coal mine No. 1 late last evening was attend­
ed by serious loss ot life and great destruction 
of property. Some fifty miners were en­
tombed, and all perished but John Anderson 
who was working near the mouth of the 
Level, When Anderson realized the mine 
was on fire lie threw a heavy overcoat over 
nis head and shoulders, and with much diffi­
culty pushed his way through the flames and 
reached the main lead, completely exhaust­
ed and terribly burned. He will recover. 
All efforts to reach those entombedhave fail­
ed, as the flames drove the rescuers back. 
That all have perished is without question.
