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HORRIBLE MURDER OF 
A NEW YORK NURSE

Beaten to Death With a Bottle and Torn By 
Human Teeth.

Plumber Arrested on Suspicion Admits Being 
v With the Woman.

New York, Oct. 3.—A victim of a mur­
der of almost unparalleled atrocity, in 
eome respects resembling the “Jack the 
Ripper" crimes that stirred London and 
the world years ago, a young woman, 
believed to be Nellie Quinn, who had 
been a nurse in the City Hospital, on 
Randall's Island, was found dead in a 
room at 431 East 118th street, yesterday 
morning. Later in the day George Kra­
mer, a plumber employed in the Metro­
politan Hospital, on Blackwell’s Island, 
was arrested as a suspected person in 
connection with the case. He admitted 
having been with the woman in the 
118th street house from Friday until 
yesterday, but denied all knowledge of 
her death.

Mrs. Elizabeth Schwartz, who rents 
furnished rooms there, told the police 
that on Friday afternoon a man and a 
woman, neither of whom seemed to l>e 
more than twenty-five years old, came 
to her house and engaged the second 
etory front room. They had no baggage, 
but they were well dressed and the man 
paid $3.75 for a week’s rent. They gave 
their names as- Mr. and Mrs. Boyle and 
afterward she heard the woman address 
her companion as George. Since Friday 
the young woman had left the house 
only once, anti then only for a few min­
utes on Saturday, but the man had been 
going in and out constantly, she mid, 
and there were evidences that both t^pre 
drinking heavily.

Boyle, as Mrs. Schwartz then knew 
him, came in early yesterday morning, 
and for some time afterward Mrs. 
Schwartz heard him pacing the floor, lie 
kept this up so long that she went to his 
room and asked him to be quiet, and ih 
response he muttered some unintelligible 
words. She saw him leave the house at 
about half past ten o’clock, carrying a 
small parcel, but it was not until about 
an hour later that she went up to the 
room, from which no sound had come 
after his departure. Receiving no an­

swer to her knock, she opened the door 
and saw what sent her screaming down 
the stairs.

Lying on the bed was the unclothed 
body of the young woman. It was cov­
ered with bruises from head to feet and 
all over it were the marks of human 
teeth. A knife had also been used, and 
on the floor lay a hew -bottle, the stains 
upon which told that it had lieen uti­
lized as a weapon. The room itself was 
a crimson flood, in which were dozens 
of whiskey bottles. Two policemen were 
called in, and soon the entire detective 
force of the East 126th street station, 
under Captain Walsh, as well as six de­
tectives from the Central office, were at 
work on the case.

Search of the room revealed a man’s 
suit of underclothing bearing the name 
of George Kramer and the stamp of the 
Blackwell's Island laundry. Inspector 
McCafferty, in charge of the detective 
bureau, was informed of this, and in a 
few minutes established the fact that a 
man bearing that name was employed in 
the Metropolitan Hospital. Warning the 
officials not to let Kramer leave, he sent 
Detective Curley to the island, and the 
latter arrested Kramer at five o’clock in 
the afternoon.

Although exceedingly nervous Kramer 
readily told his captor and the other di- 
tectivee that lie hud gone to the 118th 
street house with the woman. He said 
she was Nellié Quinn and that he knew 
her about three months. They had met 
on Friday at 120th street and Third ave­
nue and had then engaged a room. Since 
then they had been drinking heavily, he 
continued, and he could not remember 
what had happened except that he had 
left the house about ten o’clock yester­
day morning, leaving her asleep. *

In the meantime Kramer’s room in the 
island hospital had been searched, and 
in it were found a stained shirt and half

Former Jap Premier Assures Taft 
of Cordial Relations.

Tokio, Oct. 3.—Count Rassura, ex- 
Japanese Premier ami a member of the 
military council of the empire, to-day

“I am delighted that Mr. Taft’s brief 
visit has been made the occasion for 
an indisputable demonstration of the 
friendly relations between Japan and 
the United States. Attempts have been 
made to misrepresent the existing re­
lations of both countries, but they 
must be attributed to the work of in­
terested parties and are hardly deserv­
ing of serious consideration.

"The whole situation was talked over 
between Mr. Taft and myself two years 
ago, on the occasion of his lost visit 
here. A perfect understanding was 
then arrived at between the authori­
ties ol‘ both Governments, and no 
change has since been made therein. I 
firmly believe that nothing can shake 
the foundation on which the historical 
relations of both nations are built. 
There is nothing more absurd than the 
cry of war between the United States 
and Japan, and Mr. Taft has now, by 
his speech, put an indelible seal on 
the cordial relations and perfect un­
derstanding existing between both 
countries. Should a suspicion have1 ex­
isted in the. minds of some people of 
■trained relations between Japan and 
the United States his eloquent utter­
ances ought to have completely dis­
pelled it and have inspired reassur­
ance."

Since Australia and Rhodesia have 
not yet signified their adhesion to this 
change in the unit of weight, the rate 
on letters to these countries will lye as 
hitherto, 2 cents per half ounce or frac­
tion thereof.

The postage on letters to all Postal 
Union countries with the exception of 
Great Britain and the British colonies 
mentioned in the foregoing paragraph, 
and of the United States and Mexico ami 
Egypt, will be five cents for each letter 
weighing one ounce or less. On letters 
weighing more than an ounce, the post­
age will be five cents for the first ounce 
and three cents for each subsequent 
ounce or fraction of an ounce.
