The Cheyennes Again.
A TERRIBLE ARBAIGNII‘.!\'T BY H. B. WHIPPLE,
THE EPISCOPAL BISHOP OF MINNESOTA.

The name of *‘Cheyenne,” like that of “Mo-
doc,” is the representaucfvo to many persons
of all that is savage and cruel. _There is noth-
ing which soothes conscience like the abuse of
those whom we have wronged. The Modoc
chief who killed brave General Canby had his

indred murdered under a flag of truce—
he had one of his aged women burned to death
and another brutally viollted&v white men.

The Cheyennes were among the most friendly
of the Indians of the plains. They were &
brave, noble type of red men, Afh;gold was
discovered in California, the “United States
made a treaty for the right of way across the
Indian country in which the Cheyennes joined.
For this right the Government agreed to pay
$50,000 annually. No white man was to settle
on the Indians’ land. This treaty was faith-
fully observed by the Indians. Emigrants
crossed the plains in safety, singly in com-

jes, in ox trains, and on . foot. Gold was
mvered in Colorado. The yhites flocked to
the new El Dorado, _The rightsof the Indians
were forgotten. Cities were laid out and lots
sold by the foot-front upon tinceded Indian
lands. The press of immigration drove the
buffalo and the Indians south. In some way
the annuity ent ceased. The Indians
were sad and depressed, but they kept the
peace. Black Kettle, their head chief, was
our friend. He knew the power of the whites
and dreaded war. A white man made com-
laint to a - United States officer that the In-
gians had stolen his horses. The officer did
not know the man. He did not know that he
owned any horses. He fitted out an expedi-
tion to seize the horses, because it was the
thing usually done. fhey found Indians.
They declard- that the horses were their own.
They said : “You can see that these are not
American horses; they are Indian ponies.”
The horses were seized, a fight ensued, and
some Indians were killed.

The old men with Black Kettle, their head
chief, tried to avert the possibility of war, and
asked Major Larned to go: with them and see
the Governor of Colorado and make a strong
peace. The Governor of Colorado refused to
treat with the Cheyennes, because it would be
