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MUSICAL TALKS

One of the most interesting subjects in
the Theory of Music is Form. Formis the
plan or design upon which a composer
builds his ideas Think of a builder just
building and having in mind no particulaf
shape, does not even kncw how many
rooms to have, and he is building just the
same, the result will be no form, no order.
A composer must work on his composition
according to the plan he has in mind. We
must also analyse the form of a composit-
ion iir the same way thai you investigate
the size of a house or building. Just for a
moment, think of a piano composition,
just a short piece, it may have two parts,
if so, we call it binary form; again it may
have three separate parts known as ter--
nary form. Each part is more or less com-
plete in itself just the same as each room
of the house may be complete in itself and
the two or three rooms will form a com-
plete, compact little house. While speak-
ing of a house, let us continue on this sub-
ject: each room of the house must have a
doorway or door through which to pass
from room to room, the door is termed in
music a Cadence or Close, partial, tem--
pory or final.

A period in music is like unto a sen--
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tence and in length usually about eight
measures, again this period may be divi-
ided into phrases, it is well to remember a
phrase as the guiding principle of all com-
positions. A Section is considered a mus--
ical thought usually consisting of two
measures, and again this may be divided.
The smallest sub-division or musical germ
is called “The Motive” which at times
consists only of two or three notes.

Various kinds of Form is used, such as
Vocal Form, Instrumental Form with
Vocal Form.

Again Instrumental Form may be div-
ided or separated something like:—Cannn
“Contrapuntal Compos:tion”; Fugue
“Subject”, a large Composition for Solo
Instrument”.

As building structures vary in cize such
a:, small dwelling house, a large house,
the Mansion, and the Castle; so do tie
composition structure vary in size. Let us
study a simple MARCH, the kind we
hear every day. We will analyse it first;
we have four measures introductien
which usually suggests the kind of make
up of the March, following the Intruc-
uction we are led into the first part or
MAIN portion, then into the second pa:t
aiso important; same size but different
Meclody and Harmony, then we return io
the MAIN part again, next to this we
have the TRIO, a different structure, a
different tcne ol key, we do not dwel
there long but return to the MAIN portion
a.d wind up right there. How much like
the small Dwelling is this March; note
the likeness = first the HALL (Intrcduct--
ion,) then the LIVING ROOM (main
porticn) in the KITCHEN with its ditf-
erent make-up; again we return to tQe
MAIN LIVING ROOM in order to ja-
to the PARLOUR (tric) we again retu.n
to the LIVING ROOM (main theme
and wind up right here with a FINALLE

or CODA (satisfaction)
Master Singers

Early in the 14th century there was an
organization called the Minnesingers, a
band of musicians made up from the
common people. A little la:er another oi-
ganization was founded calling them--
sclves **'I he Master-singers.”” This asscc-
ia.ion being much more p._rticular as to
membership, also forming rules in music
regarding the observing of these rules as
the all important thing in music. The
arranged tournaments and their schools
were conducted with great pride and sol--
emnity.

These organizations originated in Ger-

many but soon spread to other countries

and was soon in general formation.
Development

Form in Instrumental music, and Har-
mony soon developed with the improve-
ment of the Organ and Keyed instru—
ments. The Choral “hymn tune’’; the
Motet ‘“‘sacred part-singing without ac-
companiment”.

Each great Master made some improve-
ment to Form, according to their gifts
particularly those of the ei hteenth cen
tury, such as Bach who invented different
Forms and was afterwards known as the
Father of Modern Music, who tempeied
and tuned the scale, so that all keys soun-
ded equally well. Bach wasalso wel
known for his Gavvottes. Gilbert who
wrote the words to the Operas ‘‘Puafore ’
and the “Mikado” got of a pun at the ex-

gushing, but ignorant young
lady, who asked Mr. Gilbert if Mr. Bach
had been writing‘any more ol his charm-
ing (;avoues lately. Mr. Gilbert replied,
no , Mr. Bach no longer composes’
he de»poaes.

Oratorio Form was greatly enlarged by
Handel, his works show Grandeur and
Solunml.y with Melodic
shmplicity.

The gxutul Form in Instrumenta-
music “Sonata’ and invented by Fapa
Haydn; he also invented th String Quar-
tette and the Symphony. Ha is known
as the Father of Modern Instrumental
Music and of Musical humor, The great-
est tonepoet that ever hvod was bBegth-
oven, he enlarged upon the symphonies,
sonatas and string quartettes that Haydn
had inven and these became Beeth-
oven’s master-
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explain in a simplified manner the arch-
itecture or Form in Music; although com-
