Gradually, nobody knows the
exact time but quite gradually
visitors eommenced to attribute
beneficial incidents in their lives
to their visits to the erypt.

Unexpected cures
of minor ailinents, then' of serious
infirmities, were reported . by

These reports finally reached
the ears of Archbishop Bruchesi
of Montreal.
