Some time was 
spent “dragging” the vicinity of the sup­
posed accident, but that waa soon given 
up, and the theory of suicide or drowned 
by accident was abandoned. It is now 
believed that Gibbinga, In a fit of mental 
aberration or from other causes, has gone 
to parts unknown, and that the placing 
of the hat and coat at the place named 
was with the design of giving an air of 
death by drowning to his disappearance. 
It hai been ascertained that on the day 
of his dieappeanee he purchased a new 
suit of clothes here, and that he enjoyed 
the luxury of a clean shave and hair cut. 
It is also stated that be took train from 
Goderich the same day, Hitherto Mr 
Gibbings has been looked upon es a man 
scrupulously honest and upright in his 
dealings, bat the peculiar circum­
stances attendant upon his latest action 
certainly give an air of (mystery to the
