For train despatches, the message will 
reproduce itself, and the receiving oper­
ator can verify- his instructions, it in 
the slightest doubt. Music from the cent 
cert liail can be recorded simultaneous­
ly at the laboratory, instead of the ar­
tists having to go to the laboratory for 
reeliding. Its development is capable 
of endless commercial possibilities, and 
to perfect and develop it to its highest 
perfection will occupy the spare hours 
cf its inventor.

The practicability of the invention 
was thoroughly demonstrated in the As­
sembly Hall of the Alberta College a few 
months ago, in the presence of witnesses 
of the highest callings.

THE LORIMER ’PHONE SYSTEM.
The question as to when the new 

Lorimer automatic telephone cystèm 
will be in operation is becoming a very 
insistent one at the present time in 
view of the large number of applica­
tions : for telephones that are neces­
sarily being turned down.

The first explanation for the delay 
was that the building was too damp 
for the installation of the delicate ma­
chinery, but the time for this excuse
