Mr. - Chadwick spent . three months
this summer in the states for the purpose
of “locking into the juvenile.laws across
the line, and he received a lot of valuable
information from -such men as. - Judge!
Lindsay, of Denver,.Col., who has made
such a suocess of juvenile work, and Judge
Adams, of Chicago, another prominent
worker for the good of the youthful.

The western provinces are beginning to
tes the importance of this- work, and ire
gradually following the lead set by Mani-
toba.  British Columbia has established
soveral Children’s Aid Shelters, and are
now seriously ‘considering the matter of
the juvenile court.

TYPHOID FEVER IN THE CITY.

The Medieal Health Officer Dr. White-
1aw in his report for the month of Octo-
ﬁpir,d?ls‘ at some Jengh with the recent
prevalence ef typhoid in the city. During
the month there “hiuve - been in all 28
cases with their origin ‘in the city and
20" which have come in from outside
points. The medical health officer does
not attributé the cause of the disease to
the city water but points out that there
have been conditions on the Groat flats
which = if allowed to contimue ~would
speedily become’ a menace to the city.
Stringent measures have - been. taken to
remedy this danger. The cause of fever

in the cify appears in nearly all cases to)

have been caused by lack of sanitary ar-
rangements,

I beg to report as follows the work of
this department for the month ending
October 31st, *¢8.

Isolation Hospital,

During the month six patients have
been admitted as follows Scaret fever 2,
collular erysipelas with gangrene 1, diph-
theria 2, erysipelas 1.

One déath occurred
from scarlet fever. Seven patients are
still, under treatment for the following

““Phe most prevalent disease during the
month has been typhoid fever, 48 cases
having been:reported, in all. Twenty of
thesp contractéd the diseass outside the
city limits, five were nurses and attend-
ants in one of our hospitals and con-
tracted ‘the disease there. Twenty-three
appear to have contracted the disease in
the city, of which latter only five lived
inhouses provided with modern water
and sewer connections and the remaining
eighteén, were due either to fly infection
or to .obtaining drinking water of doubt-
ful origin, other than eity supply.

‘“There is no évidence that the city
water supply is respomsible for any of
these cases ,inasmuch if such were the
case the outbreak wounld be much more
extensive and would have béen more uni-
formly distributed throughout the city.
But this does not guarantée that our
present source of water supply will pe
free from contamination in the near fu-
