FOR THE CROP HANDLING^

Preparations have started for the 
garnering of the western grain crop.

“The bread basket of the empire’’ 
ie the term aptly applied to Western 
Canada, and while the reaping of the 
crop is -now a momentous proposition 
in the west, the matter of conveying 
the contents of this basket to mar­
ket is of equally great significance. 
All of the railways of the west are 
concentrating their attention just 
now to the handling of grain ship­
ments offered along their lines, and 
it can be safely saitf that in point of 
adequate facilities the grain this 
year will be handled with greater 
ditspatch and in a more satisfactory 
manner than ever before. It is sa"d 
that approximately 35.000 box cars 
will be available for the movemir t 

. of the crop with approximately 750 
locomotives.

The O.P.R. expects to have 13,000 
box cars in operation, which is about 

* 20 per cent, more than last year; the 
Canadian Northern will have about 

. 9,000, the G.T.P. 5,000 and the U 
berta Railway and Irrigation Co., the 
Midland, and the Brandon, Saskat 

' chewan & Hudson’s Bay Railway 
about 3,000 freight cars more.

« The C P R- will have 350 locomo 
tives in commission, the C.N.R 
about 225, and the G.T.P. about 175 
engines.

The web of railway tracks which 
has been spread throughout the 
west during the past year, with Win­
nipeg as its apex, will have cons id 
erable effect in relieving the conges 
tion on the older lines, and save long 

i wagon hauls across country.^ The 
G.T.P. will accept grain all along 
its lines between Winnipeg and Ed 
monton for practically the first time 
and will open its branch from Mel 
ville to Balcarres for the grain trade 
The C.N.R. will be operating past 
Zealandia on the Goose Lake exten 
sion, southwest of Saskatoon, and 
where there is at present some 20 
new elevators. This company will 
also take out some grain on its 
Battleford-Prince Albert branch. On 
the Btandon-Riegina line of the 
C.N.R. there are now about 35 ele 
valors in Operation. The main line 
of the Canadian Northern is being 
ballasted both east and west at an 
enormous expense.

This year the double track of the 
C.P.R. will be fully completed bet 
ween Fort William and Winnipeg 
which will be of tremendous advan 
tage in rushing the grain through to 
the head of the lakes before the close 
of navigation. It will also have 
very marked effect -in keeping the 
western lines of the company clear 
The C.P.R. will this year take oui 
large quantities of grain for the firs! 
time on its Wetaskiwin branch west 
of Saskatoon, and also on its Moose 
Jaw extension.

Elevator Capacity.
From à joint circular issuod by al 

western lines it was ascertained that 
at the beginning of the present yeai 
there were 1,480 elevators in north 
west Canada, including terminal anc 
intèrior elevators, and these have e 
total capacity of about 65,000,001 

, bushels. On the C.P.R. there wen
I, 001 elevators', C.N.R. 398, G.T.P. 47 
Alberta Railway and Irrigation Co
II, Brandon, Saskatchewan & H.B 
Railway 15, end Midland Railway 8 
During the present season it is esti 
mated that 220 elevators were con 
structed in the west, which would 
bring the total up to 1.700 all told 
On the G.T.P. alone there has been 
55 new elevators erected. The aver 
age capacity is 30,000 bushels.
- At the beginning of the present sea 
son the grain capacity of all elevator.- 
west of Winnipeg was about 44,000,00- 
bushels, made up as follows : C.P.R 
39,041,900, C.N.R. 10,297.500, Alberts 
Railway and I. Company 294.000 
G.T.P. 1,375,000, B. S. & H. B. Rail 
way 435,000, and ' Midland Railway 
235,000.

The capacity of the terminal elova 
tors at Fort William and Port Arttui: 
is about 23.000,000 bushels, divided as 
follows : C.P.R., Portli Arthur. 756.000 
C.P.R., Fort Willaim, 11,592.405; C.N. 
R„ Port Arthur, 7,000,000; G.T.P., For 
William, 3,800.000. The elevatoi 
capacity at Winnipeg is 1,415,(KX 
bushels.

Milling Capacity.
In addition to the elevator capacity 

of the west, the figures show thaï 
there are 105 flour, oatmeal and feet 
mills operating ie Western Canada 
with a capacity of 46,605 barrels t 
day. Of these, 78 are located atom 
the lines of the C.P.R., 42 of then 
are flour mills with a capacity of 36. 
725 barrels a day; 8 are oatmeal mill 
with a capacity of 1,340 barrels a day 
and 28 are feed mills with a capacity 
of 1,183 barrels a day.

On the C.N.R. lines there are 2 
flour mills and one oatmeal mill, th' 
latter together with one flour mill 
being operated at Humboldt by thi 
Doukhobor society. The capacity o 
these 2? mills is 8,540 barrels a day 
With such a large output, these mill; 
become a very important factor ii 
connection with the disposal of tht 
crops.

Hon. Archibald Campbell was born

and represented that city in the 
county council. He W&s first elect­
ed to the House of Commons in 1887, 
was unseated, but re-elected May, 
1883; re-elected at the general elec­
tions in 1891 and 1896. Sold out at 
Chatham and moved to West Toron­
to in 1892, and contested West York 
in the Liberal interests at the gen- 
■ral elections in 1900, but nnsuccese- 
iully. Upon the death, in the next 
year, of Hon. N. C. Wallace, he was 
elected as Liberal member for West 
York by a majority of 111. Etocted 
it the general elections in 1904 as 
member for Centre York, the redis­
tribution of the county having wiped 
out West York for Dominion elec- 
ions. Elected chairman of the 

committee on banking and commerce 
at the session of 1902, and at the 
-t-ssion of 1906 was elected chairman 
of the committee of railways, canals 
and telegraph lines, which 'position 
tie continued to fill until elevated to 
the Senate, November 29, 1907.

After securing the cash, tne 
thief stepped out a rear door and s- 
capcd. The suspect was arrested 
while he was about to board a train. 
He carried a revolver and Jiad $75 
in his possession.

Sultan of Morocco Makes Unaccepted 
Offer to Spain.

Madrid, Aug. 11—A captive balloon 
in the Spanish lines at Melilla dis­
covered today two new Moor camps 
which were promptly shelled. The 
Moors were driven out. The sultan of 
Morocco notified Spain that he was 
ready to chastise the Moors in the 
Riff region and restore peace, but 
Spain replied that this guarantee was 
not sufficient. Orders have been sent 
to General Marina, who now has forty 
thousand men to proceed against the 
Moors around Mellila.

Durban, August 13.—It now seems 

certain that the Australian steamer, 
Waratah, a fortnight overdue, is lost 
with three hundred persons aboard.

Only Industry is Coal Mine, and This 
May be Permanently Closed.

Springhill, N.S., Aug. 11.—The aver 
age daily output of the Springhill 
coal mines is 2,000 tons but now mat 
the srtike is on not a pound is being 
raised and it looks as though it would 
be a long time beiore anything out 
equipment would come up. The out­
look in -Springhill fills the business 
community with dread for the future. 
The only industry in tipringhill is 
the mine and this is the only mint. 
When it closes no other industry s 
left. Springhill is a town of 7,000 peo­
ple, witfi good water system and oilier 
modern improvements. What will be­
come of the town, is a problem for 
the company’s decision.

CANADIAN AERODROME
Bad deck II. Hopped Seventy-five Feet 

tsetore, Distinguisned G.oupe Mil­
itary Men—Deputy Minister of 
Militia Says Canada Will Not 
Purchase Aerodromes.

Ottawa, Ont., Aug. 12.—After sev­
eral days of waitings first on account 
of high wind and afterwards because 
aviators McCurdy and Baldwin con­
sidered that the machinery of their 
airship required some readjustment, 
the aerodrome Baddeck ii. made a 
successlul flight late this afternoon. 
The aerodrome ascended or rather 
"hopped” a distance of seventy feet 
at a height of ten or twelve feet from 
the ground. The Inventors were par­
ticularly well satisfied with the first 
flight of the new airship and promised 
anotner test tomorrow forenoon. 
Among those who' witnessed the flight 
uns afternoon were General Utter, 
General Macdonald, Loi. R. W. Ruth­
erford and Col. Fiset, all of the mili­
tia council ar.d Major Maunsel, dir­
ector of engineer services. Col. Fiset 
'who is deputy minister ot miutta, 
said this evening that Canada would 
purchase no aerodromes at present, 
but would wait to see the results of 
the experiments and inquiries Great 
Britain is making.

Spanish People United in Determina­
tion to Crush the Moo-rs.

Madrid, Aug. 12—Senor Alejandro 
Leroux, who has arrived at-Las Pal­
mas, said that at Santos, Brazil, he 
learned about the disturbances ill 
Barcelona, but supposing they w'ere 
unimportant, proceeded on his trip. 
Ho will not at present return to the 
peninsula in spite of the fact that be­
ing a deputy he could not be ar­
rested. He is going to England and 
France on private business before re 
turning to Barcelona. The strictest 
military precautions continue to be 
taken in Barcelona and the situation 
is quiet. All Spain is in expectation 
of developments at Melilla. General 
Linares, minister of war,laughed when 
shown an English newspaper, saying 
that Spain is preparing another ex­
pedition against Tattan.

Rumors from Melilla that opera­
tions there are paralyzed not because 
reinforcements are awaited, but “on 
account of some I.co-military reason,” 
led to an investigation in official 
circles by the newspapers, one of 
which cabled hack to its correspond­
ent in Melilla that these rumors arc 
absolutely unfounded.

The correspondent' says the state­
ment caused general satisfactioii 
throughout the army. In point \of 
fact, the army and every other class 
of Spaniards arc absolutely united in 
the desire that prompt and exemplary 
punishment be meted out to the 
Moors. Large contributions are pour­
ing in to the subscription initiated 
by Queen Victoria for the wounded 
in the campaign and for the families 
of the survivors.

The sporting club of Bilbad sent a 
check for 100,000 pesâtes. The. Span­
ish club of Havana contributed 25,- 
000. Up to this morning the subscrip­
tions amounted to nearly 150,000 
pesetas. ^

Gibraltar, Aug. 10—The Moore be­
fore Melilla have abandoned offensive 
tactics and are fortifying themselves 
on the Gurguo mountain.

It is said that in 
view of the extensive preparations 
made by the Spaniards for carrying 
on the war the Riff and Baybles chiefs 
and notables met and decided to adopt 
the new line of action.

H i7 .1 s, a Hebrew.retu rned home com­
plaining of a headache. On Tuesday 
he died at 2 a.m., and, according to 
Semitic custom, was buried before 
nightfall. Since then there are rum­
ors that a blow from a brick or a 
hoard in the hands of another boy, 
was the cause of the fatal headache. 
The coroner and police are investigat­
ing and it is said the doctors dis­
agreed as to the actual cause. A 
post mortem and inquest are prob­
able.

Saskatoon, Sask., Aug. 13—Th 
board of conciliation appointed b;

A DAY OF RIOTS.

One Killed and Several Wounded in 
Street Car Strike.

Pittsburg, Penn., Aug. 12—This was 
bittei^day tat McKee’s Rocks, the 

center of the big strike of 8,000 em­
ployees of the Pressed Steel Car com­
pany. Rioting began at "daybreak and 
kept up until a late hour tonight. One 
man is dead and it.is estimated that 1 
at least a score of others were injur­
'd. At 6 o’clock this morning, Major 

Smith, a giant negro, whom the strik­
ers mistook for a strike breaker, but 
,vho has been employed ,by the Malle- 
ibl-e Iron company, was set upon by 
i large body of strikers and knocked 

down with rocks. Lying on the ground. 
Smith pulled his revolver, killed 
Steve Horvat and wounded several 
others who were taken away by 
friends.
