jr In British Guiana and the West In­
dien, particularly on the bank of the 
river. Demerara, there grows a tree 
known to the natives as the ‘Hya-hya,’ 
which yields from its bark and pith a 
juice slightly richer and thicker than 
cow’s milk. The tree is about forty 
feet high and eighteen inches in cir­
cumference when full grown, and the 
natives use its juice as we use milk, 
it being perfectly harmless, and mix­
ing well with water. 1

The Cingalese have a tree—they call 
it “Klraghuma”—which yields a fluid 
in all respects like milk; while in the 
forests of Para groks a tree called 
the “Massenodendron,” which gives a 
milk-like juice. It can be kept for an 
indefinite time, and shows no tendency 
to becomè sour.

On the other hand, certain trees in 
the valleys of Aragua and in Cauagua 
yield a similar fluid, which when ex­
posed to the air, begins to form into a 
kind of cheese, which very soon be­
comes sour.

In the Canary Islands there is a 
tree called “Tabaya Dolce,” of which 
the milk, thickened into a Jelly, is con­
sidered a delicacy.

perienced in sending messages, obser­
vations and directions from the front­
line trenches to the headquarters be­
hind the lines. Of course, connection 
by telephone is maintained whenever 
possible. Sometimes telephone and 
telegraph wires are shot away. Be­
sides, the enemy may have tapped the 
wires and may bç able to hear every 
word spoken.

The Germans have used several in­
genious methods for overcoming these 
difficulties. The men in the obser­
vation trenches in front of the first 
line enclose their messages in a 
cylindrical metal box and shoot it by 
means of a grenade-thrower or a 
mine-thrower to the rear of the lines. 
To the box containing the message a 
red fire cartridge is attached, which 
is ignited by the explosion of the 
sending charge, and by its vivid glare 
plainly marks the spot where the box 
with the message dropped. The gren- 
adesthrower, at an elevation of thirty- 
two degrees, sends the box to a maxi­
mum distance of six hundred yards.

Brazil leads the nation in the num­

ber of its holidays. It has eighty-four, 
and the United States is second with 
fifty-four. France observes eighteen 
fermai holidays during the year, and 
Italy twenty-three. Among the other 
belligerents Germany, it is presumed, 
will observe twenty days; Great .Bri­
tain, sixteen, Japan fifteen, and Rus­
sia seventeen.

Among the fovourlte months far 
holidays the world over, November 
leads, with twenty-six out of its pos­
sible thirty days. May comes next 
with twenty-five.

During the present year there are 
only eighty-four days on which the 
banks are open all over the world. 
On every one of the other 281 days 
some nation will be celebrating a civil 
or religious holiday, or observing the 
Sabbath.

Only one of those holidays is univer­
sal. This is New Year’s Day, and 
eleven different dates are observed by 
various countries as the beginning of 
a new year.
