The Speech and 
the Regulations.

The Speech from the Throne 
delivered by His Excellency the 
Governor at the opening of the 
Legislature on Wednesday after­
noon last, was a most remark­
able one. In strong contrast to 
the length of previous'addresses, 
its brevity did not possess the 
merit of eloquence, and as. for its 
substance, it was all shell and no 
kernel. For sheer superficiality 
it is unequalled. The speech of 
'last year possessed at least the 
virtue of being informative, in 
a measure, but that of 1921 
doès not even outline any policy, 
upon which the Government in­
tend ' to proceed, and merely 
placed- into the mouth of the 
King’s representative . several 
high-sounding phrases of mean- 

wingless value. That His Excel­
lency had no choice but to read 
:it everybody is well aware, but 
at the least his advisers might 
have given the Governor some­
thing better calculated to inter­
est the people of the Colony 
than they did. The shallowness 
of the Government and of the 
Governments message to the 
population is exceedingly well 

•: exemplified- in the Speech from 
; the Throne, but as time goes on 
a,great deal more will have to 
be told by Ministers than ap­
pears in this literary gem of the 
Squires-Coaker Executive. Far- 
cicial in the extreme was the 

•t effect of the Speech after its 
delivery. Auditors turned to one 
another and queried “what is it 
all about?’- and no one seemed 
to kqow. If. the ' object was 
mystification of the taxpayers

The famous—or infamous Fish 
Regulations, the practical appli* 

.’cation of which met with “ad­
ventitious’' difficulties came in 
for but little notice, and were 
discussed in a short paragraph, 
though it is open to question 
that had the Minister of Marine 
and Fisheries been home much 
more would have been said 
about them, and when he does 
come there may be a reckoning 
because of the scant notice 
which they received from the 
Government at the opening of 
the Legislature, no less than 

'their dismissal in such few lines 
■as were given them. But for 
the mover of . the committee to 
draft the address, in reply, the. 
member for St. Barbe, it is quite 
possible that no mention what­
ever would have been ' made of 
the Codfish Exportation Act, as 
other honorable members were 
obviously inclined to shun any 
discussion of them whatever. 
Even the Prime Minister, in his 
defence of the Speech from the 
Throne, referred not at all to the 
Regulations,- thus giving the cue 
to his. followers that they must 
not renege from-his lead at sub­
sequent sessions.. Fishermen 
themselves will know how to ap­
preciate -the omission.

Sealing ’Plane Makes
Another Flight.

The sealing ’plane made another 
flight yesterday afternoon, but though 
the machine made a radius of over 
350 miles no seals were -Çeen. ■ The 
’plané in chargé of Messrs; Cotton and 
Plaistow, Wireless Operator' Heath 
and ice observer Capt. N. Kean, left 
Botwood at 2.20 p.m. and returned to 
the-base at 6 'p.m. The ’plane was in 
the air 3% hours, and was almost in 
sight of the fleet when forced to re­
turn owing to darkness setting in. The 
machine covered nearly 400 miles and 
reports loose slob Ice but-no sign of 
seals. The engines gave every satis­
faction and the ’plane was In wireless 
communication, with Fpgo all through 
the trip.

Delayed by Regulations.

3,518 quintals " codfish, shipped by 
Messrs. W. & T.. Hollett, has sailed 
from' Burin for Pernambuco.. The 
schooner was .loaded in Januar^ last, 
but was delayed In sailing because the 
owners were unable to comply with 
the Brazilian regulations.
