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Niagara Falls Equalled in India, W
Col. Ilaig, in his account of his journej- 

to discover the best road to Jugdalpoor, in 
the Bastor country, thus describes the 
Falls of Imlravati, which must very near­
ly come up to those of Niagara : " The 
Falls aro certainly one of the grandest 
sights in India, though from their inac- 
cessable position few will probably ever 
see them. The river was in flood within 
ten feet (according to the people on its 
banks) of its extreme height. . Abojit four 
miles above the falls (which are a mile 
below the village of Chitrakot) the Indra- 
vati is joined by the Naruagi, a river of 
about three-fourths its size. Tho united 
waters of tho two, swollen by the heavy 
rains to a volume which I reckoned at 
about thirty million cubic yards per hour, 
descended perpendicularly a height of 
ninety-four feet over a lodge of sandstone 
rocks, about five hundred yards in length, 
and slightly curved -in place at one end 
so as to give the fall somet hing of a horse­
shoe shape. The rich’ colouring of the 
water, varying from a reddish brown at 
the crest of the falls to a brilliant ochre 
where more broken in its descent, adds 
much tu the beauty of t^o—sight. The 
lower narf of the fall is hidden by the 
clouufPfcf spray, and in damp weather,, 
immediately after a showier, when the a,ir 
is loaded with moisture, these rise even 
higher thou the crest of tho falls, fill the 
whole chasm below, and oven hide the 
country on tho opposite bank from view,
