Small-Pox has made its appearance in 
the township of Amaranth, having been 
introduced there by Mr. James Rentoul, 
of lot 21, concession 4, who caught the 
infection while on a visit to Toronto. Mr. 
Rentoul died of the malady on Sunday, 
and his widow and five of the family are 
now lying dangerously ill with it.

Small Pox im Toronto,—Almost daily 
new oases of small-pot are reported, and 
notwithstanding the efforts of medical 
men to keep the matter quiet, not a few 
are suffering from its effects. There are 
numbers of oases ip private houses and 
among respectable families. Its presence 
is known at present on Elm, Walton, 
Bay and Elizabeth streets, and in the 
northVestern part of the city.

Thn Halifax correspondent of the 
Globe says:—The Opposition are trying 
to induce Hon. Charles J. Campbell, 
member of the Legislative Council, to op­
pose Roes in Victoria. Campbell is 
friendly to the Government, but has al­
ways been opposed to Ross, and the Op­
position calculate on hispersonal feelings 
inducing him to take the field.

The notorious Jerry Connors was 
charged by Mrs. Harriet Bunkum,a widow 
living near the Grand Trdnk Station, 
with breaking into her house and stealing 
a small sum of money.

She at last obtained the as­
sistance of two young men, and had the 
door broken open. Mister Jerry was then 
discovered comfortably enssonsed in a 
chair, and “ the house turned upside 
down,” to use the expressive phraselogy 
of the witness. Thinking no doubt that 
“ possession was nine points of the law,” 
Jerry declined to give up possession, and 
amused himself with a little more forcible 
language. The complainant appealed to 
two young men for help, but they de­
clined to face the wrath of the redoubt­
able Jerry. Exasperated beyond endur­
ance, the plucky widow seized Jerry by 
the collar,and put him out by main force; 
receiving a kick on tho cheek from the 
intruder whilst doing so. When peace 
and a bright fire had been restored to 
her desecrated hearth, Mrs. B. discovered 
that an English shilling, a 5 cent piece 
and a penny were missing from the place 
in which she had left them, also a towel. 
Defendant was drunk. The come pro­
duced were like those witness lost, and 
the towel was hers.

Policeman Docley deposed to finding 
the coins and towel in prisoner’s pos­
session.

San Francisco, Nov. 24.—The steamer 
Great Republic brings the follewing in­
telligence from China Steamer Zeipka 
brought to Hong Kong news of the seiz­
ure of the German vessels Maria Louise 
and Gazelle by a Spanish man-of-war off 
Boo Loo. The vessels were brought t# 
Manilla, when the crew of the Gazelle 
were liberated. The captain and the 
super - cargo of the Maria Louisa 
managed to escape, and the Spaniards 
declare that they will be treated as spies 
if caught outside of their respective con­
sulates. The super-cargo claims the 
protection of the British Consul and 
the captain that of Germany. The latter 
states that the vessels were 18 miles eff 
Soo Loo when captured, and that accord­
ing to law the blockade extends only 9 
miles, and further that the Srmish au­
thorities had not declared any blockade.

Melancholy Accident on the 
Eramosa Road.

A Man Killed in a Gravel 
Pit.

A melancholy accident, which was at­
tended With fatal results, occurred on 
Monday afternoon at the gravel pit on 
the Eramosa Road, near the Race Course 
Farm. It appears that a poor labouring 
man named John Irvine was employed in 
the gravel pit filling the waggons, which 
were employed in gravelling a part of the 
road. They had undermined the bank 
for some little distance, and thinking the 
mass of earth and stone overhead was 
sufficiently frozen and solid, did not fear 
any untoward result. They were mistaken 
however, for shortly after dinner the 
bank above caved in, hurrying the poor 
man Irvine in the mass of stuff that fell. 
Mr. Powell, who was getting out the 
gravel, immediately after the accident, 
ran to Mr. Walter West’s place close by 
and Mr. West and he returned to the pit 
and succeeded in getting the earth off 
the body. The unfortunate man must 
have been killed almost instantly, for he 
never spoke, but groaned onee or twice. 
When oxiricated from the debris he was 
found to be terribly bruised and crushed, 
his entrails protruding through the 
lower portion of the body. The 
body was conveyed to deceased’s house, 
near Mathew’s Tavern, Eramosa Road, 
and Dr. Herod was sent for, but on view­
ing the bo‘dy and hearing tho facts relat­
ing to the accident, he did not consider 
it necessary te hold an inquest, the cause 
of death being so palpable and apparent. 
Irvine is a married man, and leaves a 
widow and five children to mourn his 
untimely end, and the loss of the head of 
the house, who was the only one they 
have to lock to for support. Their case 
is a very sad one, and appeals to the 
sympathies of th' benevolent.
