Tae Fastesr StEaver 1N THE WoOBLD,
—Such is the title claimed by her build-
ers, in England,
just built to the order of the Govern
ment of India, for sorvice in the Orissa
canals. The dimensions of this extra.
ordinary little vessel are:—Lergth 87
feet ; beam, 12 feet; draught of water
8 feet 9 inches. The speed contracted
for was 20 statute miles per hour. The
hull, the working parts of the engines,
and the propeliers (Thorneroft's patent)
are of Bessemer stecl, and the woodwork
of tecak. The official trial of the boat was
made on the 14th ult,, under the in-
spection of Col. Haig, R. E,, Chief En-
gincer of the Bengal Irrigation Works
and the results were :—With tide, 2
08 miles per hour ; against tide, of 24.61
miles per hcur. In another official trial,
subsequently, it was shown that the boat
could keep up a speed of 22 miles per
hour  without losing steam. Theso
speeds are extraordinary enoughin them-
selves, but when it is considered that
they are attained by u boat only 87 feet
long, they become absolutely wonderful,
and far beyond anything yet accom-
plished.
