Parnell Must Step Down.
DUBLIN, Dec. 26.— The newspapers of 

this city in general concur in expressing the 
belief that the interviews which are ex 
pected to take place shortly in Paris be 
tween Parnell, O’Brien and other Irish 
leaders will not result in any compromise 
which will allow Parnell to retain the 
leadership of the Irish party. Gladstone, 
Morley and Archbishop Croke must be con 
suited before any terms are decided on as 
to the continuance of Parnell in power.

A Changed Man.
DUBLIN, Dec. 26- T. D. Sullivan, who 

has returned from the United States, ar­
rived in Cork yesterday and received an 
address from the McCarthyite Committee. 
In his reply to the address, Mt. Sullivan 
said that when he left Ireland he had a 
leader in whose sagacity, good temper, 
reticence and self-restraint all had c 1 fi- 
deuce. He did not recognize those qualities 
in Parnell now. All the bright hopes the 
delegates had when they left for the 
United States had been changed because 
one man had gone wrong. A vast majority 
of intelligent Americans were against Par- 
cell. Mr. Sullivan urged Irishmen not to 
look on the question as one of loyalty to a 
man. Mr. O’Brien had started for France 
fondly believing that he could heal the 
breach and re-unite the Irish party. He 
wished Mr. O'Brien success, but was firmly 
convinced that the action taken against Par- 
sell was the proper course to be taken in 
the matter, end he believed that history 
would commend the Irishmen for what they 
had done.

ago Miss Bertha Park, a handsome school 
teacher 18 years old, on entering her school 
room here discovered upon the blackboard, 
written in a bold hand, a sentence charging 
Marion Dark, here father, with the murder 
of his parents and relatives twenty years 
ago.
