SAVES THE CUP

Shamrock Turned the Outer Mark
in the Lead,

But Barr Sent the Defender Ahead

New York, Oct. 4. — With victory
i flags flying in honor of her concluding
triumph in the cup races of 1901, the
gallant sloop Columbia returned to her
anchorage tonight under the escort of
the entire excursion fleet. She today
i completed her defense of the honored
i trophy in another stirring race with
i the Shamrock II. over a leeward
and windward course of 30 miles, cross-
ing the finish line

, TWO SECONDS BEHIND HER AN-

TAGONIST,

but winning on the time allowance con-

ceded by Lipton boat by 41 seconds.For
the cecond time she has now successful-

1y foiled the attempt of the Irish knight
to wrest the cup that means the yacht-
ing supremacy of the world.

PLUCKY SIR THOMAS.

And plucky Sir Thomas Lipton,stand-
" ing on the kridge of the Erin, led his
guests. in three hearty hurrahs for the
successtul defender. ‘‘She is the better
boat,” he said, “and she deserves to be
cheered.” The series of races just clos-
ed will always be memorable as the
closest ever sailed for the cup, and Sir
"T'homas Lipton, although defeated, but
not dismayed, will go home with the
satisfaction of knowing that his golden
boat is the ablest boat that has ever
crossed the western ocean. During the
series of races not an untoward inci-
dent has occurred, and Sir Thomas Lip-
ton will return to England by far the
most popular of all the foreigners who
have challenged for the trophy.

PICTURESQUE.

The contest of the yachts, fleeing be-
fore the falling wind, was picturesque,
but not exciting. The big racers, like
gulls with outstretched pinions, had
every inch of canvas spread, and all
; their light sails, including bulging spin-

nakers and balloon jib topsails. Their
| crews were gathered aft to keep the
head of the boats up, and therefore un-
til the outer mark was reached it was
merely a question of holding on to all
the canvas and letting the wind do the
rest. Notwithstanding the fact that
Columbia beat the Shamrock before the
wind last Saturday, the challenger to-
day gained slowly but steadily all the
way out, and rounded forty seconds
before the defender, having actually

iined a minute and four seconds.
WIND BECAME FLUKY.

Immediately after the yachts turned
their noses into the wind for the beat
home, the breeze moderated and turn-
ed fluky. The skippers split tacks, each
searching for wind, with the result that
first one would get a life and then the
other. At one time Columbia seemed a
! mile ahead, when a sudden slant of the
' wind allowed the Shamrock to point
! nearer the mark, and a mile from home
the challenger appeared to be leading
by half a mile.

NEAR THE FINISH.

The talent began to feel nervous, but
as the yachts approached the finish
the Yankee skipper, by some miracu-
lous legerdemain, shoved into the light
air like a phantom ship, and 1060 yards
from home the two racers were almost
on even terms. It was a pretty sight,
and one seldom witnessed when they
crossed rail to rail, the white boat's
bowsprit just lapping the golden
boat’s mast.

The usual! pandemonium followed.
Whistles, sirens, bells, bands and
cheers united in a grand chorus of
| jubilation, and J. P. Morgan’s steam
vacht Corsair added to the terrific din
by firing a national salute of 21 guns,

HONORS DIVIDED.

After the Columbia had hauled down
her sails and set her victory flag, the
excursion boats crowded alongside to
cheer the Yankee sailors and winning
skipper. Nor did they forget either
Lipton or his gallant craft. In turn
the crowded steamers ran alongside
the Shamrock and Erin, and the van-
quished received almost as much hon-
{ or as the victor.

THE FINAL STRUGGLE.
At 2:17 the Shamrock went on the
i starboard tack, being then about a
mile and a half from the lightship. She
held this tack towards the Jersey shore
until she met the Columbia. The
Shamrock forced her about, and then
swinging around on the port tack,
headed for the line. The Columbia
followed her immediately. The boats
were now headed straight for the fin-
i ish, Shamrock having the weather, and
looked like a safe lead. It was now
merely a question of whether or not

At 3:30 they both went on the star-
{ board tack, the Shamrock taking the
| lead in this maneuver. All that time
‘ the Columbia was just underneath the
Shamrock’s lee bow. It was heart-
i breaking, and the seconds dragged
like minutes. As they drew near the
line it was seen that the Shamrock
was facing a hard proposition. Al-
most as one boat they went across
the line, the Shamrock first, but the
Columbia so close behind her that it
made no difference. Thus Columbia
won in three straight races. She is
the victor of 1901, and the old Ameri-
ca’s cup again is safe to America.
