When he entered parliament in 
1874 one of its prominent members was a 
gentleman who had undertaken the task 
of directing the government of Ireland, 
and who, perhaps, might have attained to 
some usefulness in his own country if he 
had net been killed by a stinging epithet 
of Mr. Disraeli, who, on a memorable oc­
casion, described him as a “superior per­
son ” (laughter). He was not considered 
to be qualified for any English office and 
so they despatched him to Ireland to fill 
the office of chief secretary in that country. 
The late Lord Carlisle was then Irish 
viceroy, and the late Sir Thomas Larcom 
was under secretary. The chief secretary 
writing to a friend in England gave in one 
short sentence a good idea of how the 
government-of Ireland was then carried 

“Carlyle,” he,,wrote, “does the 
dancing, I do the hunting, and Larcom 
does the work.” (Laughter.) He would 
mention also that the gentleman was 
riding to hounds on one occasion in that 
part of Ireland to which he (Mr. Power) 
belonged, when, in trying to get his 
horse over a ditch, he managed to get 
himself and his horse into the bottom of 
it. One of the Galway blazers asked a 
friend “Where is the chief secretary ?” 
and the friend promptly replied “Oh, 
he is sutdying the land question.” 
“Yes,” said the other, “and he is evident­
ly in favor of fixity of tenure. ” (Great 
laughter.) He recalled this anecdote be­
cause he really believed that this was the 
only downright attempt which that right 
hon. gentleman made to » master the 
mysteries of the Irish question during the 
whole term of his administration in Ire­
land.
