THE U 8. CRUISER CHARLESTON.

The Flagship of the American Pacific Squadron 
Arrives at Port Townsend—Her Object 

In Visiting Puget Sound.

The U. 8. croiser Charleston» flagship of 
tlàe Americ^Pacüic" squadron, with Rear 
XdmSrallGeo. W.-*Brown on board, arrived 
at Port Townsend early yesterday morning. 
Her arrival was expected, and when she 
came to an anchor, one of the reporters of 
the Morning Leader went on board. He 
was received by Lient. J. K. 
of the watch, who stated that no one on 
board knew why the ship had left Honolulu 
for Puget Sound, how long she was going to 
remain, or why she had come. Rear Ad­
miral Brown had retired several hours be­

Most of them thought that 
it was for the purpose of giving the Ad­

It 
says statistics for this port alone show an 
increase of imports for July and the first 
two weeks of August of $9,831,224, while 
the exports fell off enough to make a loss 
of $12,000,000.

The French ap­
pear to have a very indistinct idea 
of what they have gained in the West 
Africa. One of their papers, the Siecle, 
speaks of “ Kong ” as if it was a - river, 
whereas Kong is a town of some import­
ance. SubetantMLyyhowever, the whole of 
the Senegal to French, as «well as the 
Sahara, between the Senegal and Algeria.
