Mucq regret was expressed yesterday 
that, owing to the very short stay of the 
Italian warship Christofero Colombo in 
port, Victorians had no opportunity to 
entertain the visitors as they would have 
desired. However, His Honor Lieut. 
Governor and Mrs. Dewdney determined 
not to allow the Colombo to depart with­
out showing her officers some hospital­
ity, and arrangements were made as hur­
riedly as possible for an “at home” at 
Government House, yesterday after­
noon.

Owing to the extremely short notice 
there was no time to send out formal 
invitations, but the telephone was re­
sorted to and as many invitations as 
possible were delivered verbally during 
the forenoon, in consequence if any 
one was overlooked it may be easily 
understood that, under the circum­
stances, it was quite excusable. 
However, in spite of the ex­
tremely short space of time to 
make arrangements, there was a large 
gathering of ladies and gentlemen at 
Government House to meet Capt. Ber- 
tolini, Prince Luigi and the other offi­
cers of the Christofero Colombo, among 
the invited guests being Admiral Ste­
phenson, the officers of H. M. ships and 
R.M. A., and the members of the Legis­
lature. A very pleasant time was spent 
and the Italian visitors could not fail to 
feel pleased with their reception in Vic­
toria.

In the forenoon His Honor Lieuten­
ant-Governor Dewdney accompanied by 
his private secretary, Mr. E. A. Jacob, 
paid a formal visit to the Colombo, and 
was received w-ith a salute of thirteen

He Promptly Disposes of the Divorce 
Proceedings the chief Justice 

Declined to Hear.

The Difference of Opinion as to the 
Jurisdiction of the Provin­

cial Courts.

Yesterday Mr. J. P. Walls, acting for 
the defendant in the suit of Mrs. 
Matilda Levy against her husband, 
Joseph Levy, for judicial separation, 
made application to Mr. Justice Drake 
to strike out certain paragraphs in the 
petition, referring to events antecedent 
to the marriage. This was the applica­
tion which came before the Chief Jus­
tice on Wednesday, but which .His 
Lordship declined to hear on the ground 
that doubts having arisen as to the juris­
diction of the courts of the province 
under the English divorce law, he pre­
ferred to wait till that question was de­
termined before hearing any case under 
the divorce act.

There has been a difference of opinion 
among the judges upon this question, 
some holding that the Provincial 
Supreme court had full power to act, 
while others have believed and con­
tended that the English divorce act was 
inapplicable to local circumstances, and 
therefore the courts could not deal with 
questions of divorce.

Mr. Justice, Drake evidently holds that 
the courts of British Columbia have full 
jurisdiction, for yesterday he heard the 
application and made an order to strike 
out the paragraphs complained of, and 
for the petitioner to give particulars of 
the alleged acts of cruelty since the 
marriage. Mr. J. A. Aikman appeared

The subject having been broached in 
the legislature in connection with the 
consolidation of the statutes of the prov­
ince, it seems likely that something will 
be done to settle the question, which is 
a highly important one. Much general 
interest is taken in the matter, not of 
course because any great number of peo­
ple are anxious to initiate divorce pro­
ceedings, but because it affects a most' 
important power that has, hitherto, 
been exercised by the Supreme Court of 
British Columbia.

Why then are these lectures not bet­
ter attended? Are young adults vain, 
enough to believe they know all that is 
to be known—sufficient for them to gain 
a livelihood—because they may have 
been to the “ high ” school ! Were they 
to attend more lectures they would find 
a wonderful world of which they know 
nothing. Is there really any ardent de­
sire for learning or is it merely attend­
ance at school for education they get» 
for nothing and therefore undervalued? 
The cost of attendance at a lecture is 
merely twenty-five cents. When we 
see our theatres full ; concerts well at­
tended ; hundreds of little entertain­
ments well patronized, all of which have 
to be liberally paid for, it 
cost of the lectures that keeps people 
hway—away from a vast amount of 
tertainment, strange metamorphoses, 
and possible knowledge most valuable 
for all classes. It may be that these 
lectures have not been sufficiently ad­
vertised and so the fountain of knowl­
edge is not known by those who wish to 
slake their thirst.
