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how its stream knocked Admiral Sey­
mour’s hat off.

The Indians of the coast are ex­
tremely jealous with regard to their 
protection from fire, and each village 
organizes companies of firemen with the 
necessary appliances, purchased in order 
to show less fortunate tribes that they 
are up to date. Some years ago the 
Indians at Metlahkatla secured a hand- 
pump; the natives of Port Simpson 
followed the example set, and pride 
themselves on their fire department; and 
a hand-pump was secured a couple of 
years ago for the Indians of Alert Bay. 
The Kitkahtla Indians now have the 
best engine, and are jubilant over the 
purchase, which they have made through 
the resident storekeeper, S. H. Pearse. 
The engine was shipped to this city by 
A. G. Long, of Portland, who sold the 
Victoria West combination chemical to 
the city, and the transfer was made yes­
terday. With the engine a supply of 
hose and other apparatus will be for­
warded next month. The old apparatus 
of the fire department of this city has 
been sold to smaller cities and towns, 
and few hand-engines remain in any of 
the larger places on the Coast.

to Skagway, railway charges to Bennett, 
steamer charges from Barnett to Taku 
City, tramway charges from Taku City 
to Atlin lake, and again steamer charges 
across the lake to Atlin city. This 
makes, as you see, a very expensive 
route at the best, and the mere cost of 
handling this freight alone is something 
tremendous in that country, where wages 
are high.

“ In order to encourage the location of 
smelters or large stamp mills in the Atlin 
or White Horse country, I have on sev­
eral occasions offered to cut our rates 
square in two, which I consider is prac­
tically subsidizing such an institution to 
that extent. I have not only offered, 
but have carried out this policy. Our 
ore rates, which we have promised and 
offered to the people of Atlin and White 
Horse, are less than cost to the railway 
company, and I believe are less than for 
any equal distance on this continent 
where any similar conditions prevail.’’

“ Some of the members of the board 
of trade seem to feel that any rebate to 
large shippers would not be justified. 
Have you anything to add to what you 
have said on this point heretofore?”

Mr. Hawkins—“ This rebate or dis­
count to large shippers is a very delicate 
and perplexing problem, and is one on 
which Mr. Lee, the traffic manager, and 
myself have consulted for the past few 
days, and have now under earnest dis­
cussion. There are several things to be 
considered that do not appear to have 
entered the minds of several members 
of the 'board of trade. It would be pre­
ferable, from our point of view, to have 
only two rates in effect tor any one com­
modity—that is, carload, and less than 
carload rates; but the actual condi­
tions existing at different cities from 
San Francisco to Vancouver, in vew of 
the keen competition of the large com­
mercial companies who own their own 
steamships and sailing vessels, and also 
their own barges and steamboats on the 
Yukon river, have made it necessary 
for us at times to make special rebates 
to our largest shippers tor a certain por-

be detrimental to British Columbia, for 
this reason: A merchant or shipper in 
Dawson preparing to purchase several 
hundred tons of merchandise, and to 
look into the cheapest and best means 
of their delivery at Dawson, would con­
sider first the cost or purchase price and 
then the cost of transportation and the 
value and time of delivery at Dawson. 
He would have undoubtedly merchan­
dise of several classes, a portion of it 
being perishable and freight required for 
the early summer market. This would 
constitute a small portion of his ship­
ments, the bulk of the goods being 
heavy or staple articles, which could be 
taken on sailing vessels to St. Michael 
and then run chances of being carried 
up the river any time during the season. 
This shipper would say to himself: “ 1 
have a few tons of goods here which I 
have got to get into Dawson as quickly 
as possible to take advantage of the 
market. These I will send by the rail­
way and pay their regular carload1 rates; 
but the other goods I will ship by sail­
ing vessel or steamer and run the risk 
of getting into Dawson during the rea­
son.’ In this case the purchase would 
undoubtedly be made in Seattle or San 
Francisco, where no questions conld be 
asked as to carload rates or volume of 
the shipment. I believe to carry out a 
policy of only two rates literally would 
very materially injure the business of 
the merchants of Victoria. However, it 
is our wish and policy to reduce the re­
bating or discounting system to a m'ni- 
mum, and to maintain as nearly a uni­
form rate ae is found consistent with 
securing the necessary tonnage to suc­
cessfully operate onr railway.

“The method of handling large ship­
ments in order to secure business as 
against competition of entirely dissimilar 
routes, has been investigated and re­
ported upon, and freedom of action has 
been approved by the interstate com­
merce commission of the United States, 
and has likewise been permitted in 
Canada to meet the opposition of cer­
tain United States railway lines and all 
water routes.

some of the points touched upon in the 
discussion at the board of trade meeting 
held last1 Friday evening to discuss, 
among other things, the question of 
northern transportation. The reporter 
said:

“ I think it would be of interest to 
the community generally, Mr. Hawkins, 
if you would explain some of the con­
ditions which have influenced you in 
fixing your rates.”

Mr. Hawkins replied : “ The White
Pass & Yukon route, as it is generally 
called, consists of several means of 
transportation, and is not confined ex­
clusively to the mere problem of a long­
distance railway haul. The first portion 
of the route consists of nearly 1,000 
miles of salt water navigaton between 
British Columbia ports and the head of 
Lynn Canal. It is a well-known fact 
that steamships must govern their 
freight rates according to the bulk or 
space occupied by the article carried. 
For this reason, rates on shipments in 
the past
“ ship's option ” as to weight or meas­
urement. The same rule applies to the 
other section of the route—that is, on 
the Yukon river between White Horse 
and Dawson—this distance being nearly 
600 miles. Until the end of July last 
year the railway was in an unfinished 
state, end was not prepared to give a 
service or to regulate the rates or sys­
tem under which the goods should be 
carried, as it is at the present time. 
Until out line was completed to White 
Horse and our railway became a con­
trolling factor in the shipment of freight 
into the great Yukon country, we were 
obliged to make our billing conform to 
the requirements of the steamship com­
panies that were accustomed to do busi­
ness entirely upon the measurement sys­
tem.

“Another very valid reason for the 
existing rates, which appear high to the 
individuals not familiar with the condi­
tions in the North, as before explained, 
is the original cost of construction in 
that distant country, and the tremen­
dous risk which our investors took at 
that time. It was considered in Lon­
don that the Klondike ‘ bubble ’ had 
burst, that the excitement had died out, 
and that there would be very little busi­
ness in that country in the future, ex­
cept with the Indian traders- and the 
scattering placer miners along the differ­
ent creeks tributary to the Yukon. The 
possibilities of quartz and copper min­
ing, which hare been proven since the 
advent of the railway, was not then 
known. It is a well-established busi­
ness maxim that a man shall receive in­
terest upon his money in accordance 
with the risk of investment; this ap­
plies to insurance rates and to every 
other-form of business, and I certainly 
believe that our investors, who had the 
courage to expend many millions in 
that unknown and undeveloped country, 
should be allowed a reasonable time to 
not only get the investment where it is 
absolutely safe, but receive fair divi­
dends for the money thus invested. Onr 
railway company certainly took more 
risks than any of the merchants here or 
in Victoria, or, as far as I know, any 
member of the board of trade.
