COMMUNICATIONS BROKEN

Heavy Losses Tnfficted o
Business Men and On the
Country

Paris, March 17.—The Ijetter car-
riers have jolned the striking tele-
graphers, telephone operators and mail
clerks employed by the postoffice de-
partment. At a meeting tonight they
voted by a large majority to begin
a strike tomorrow after the first de-
livery. Eight hundred postmen em-
ployed in the delivery .of newspapers
and parcels went out after the last
distribution tonight.

The strike movement gained greatly
throughout the day, Paris being prac-
tically isolated from the rest of France
and France from the outside world,
Eight thousand strikers met tonight
and passed a resolution to maintain
the strike to the bitter end.

Premier Clemenceau declared that
the government is ready for a bitter
fight and will not recede from its posi-
tion to force the strikers to'the wall.

A very serious situation has arisen
through the inability of the govern-
ment to communicate with its foreign
representatives, and tonight the strik-
ers cut the private telephone wire con-
necting the Elysee palace with the
various ministries. Troops are held in
readiness at Versailles to reinforce the
Paris troops in case any demonstra-
tion 6f @ serious nature occurs tomor-
row, wF':h is a hollday. There is an
alarming rumor late tonight that the
secretary of the railroad employees’
association has promised to order out
their men in a sympathetic strike.

Premier Clemenceau tonight flatly
refused to offer terms to the strikers.
He told the justices of Paris, who call-
ed to see him relative to what the
government proposed to do to end the
serious situation, and who suggested
a bill creating a superior council of
the administration  which coul

The bourses "here, at Lyons,
Marseilles .and other centres are at a
standstill owing to the lack of quota-
tions from foreign exchanges. The
foreign office, in the midst of the Bal-
kan crisis, is unable to communicate
with its representatives abroad, and
while the government continues to in-
sist that it cannot surrender to its re-
bellious servants, it is only too appar-
ent that the measures thus far taken
to suppress the strike movement have
been ineffective. ‘Threats of suspension
and dismissals-have only served to
Lring the employees of  the ' various
branches into closer union.
* Reserve operators who were sum-
mened from the country districts’ to
Paris, refuse to perform service, and
the military operators who ‘vere called
vpon today, and through whom it was

STATION WAITINGROOM
Extraofdinar{ﬂgRailway Acci-]

dent at Montreal Kills

was found to be without driver or fire-
man, they bhaving jumped from the
engine near Westmount. As' a result
the train ran-imto the station through
the ladies’ waitingroom, the engine
being brought to a standstill in the
general wafitingroom. One woman, two
girls and a boy were killed. About
eighteen persons, all occupants of the
waiting ‘rooms, were hurt, some of
these are only slightly injured.

Investigation shows in connection
with the accident that a steam plug
blew out of the locomotive and the
driver and fireman jumped from the
engine. The driver, who injured him-
self while jumping, 1is still uncon-
scious.

One woman and two children, the
family of a Canadian Pacific despatch-
er, and another child, a resident of
Montreal, who were waiting in the
waltingroom, were killed, and two were
seriously injured. No passengers on
the train were injured. The train
crew realized the speed at which the
train was going, and applied the
brakes, bit too late to prevent the en-
gine overrunning into the waliting-
room. The station has been used for
over twenty years, and during that
time, while about half a million trains
have been handled, this is the first
accident. ;

The dead are: Mrs. Nixon, 144 Ash
avenue, . Montreal, aged about 32
years; daughter and son of Mrs.
Nixon, the former about 8 and the lat-
ter about 13 years; Elsie Villieres, of
Montreal, twelve years.

Mrs. Nixon was the wife of W. J.
Nixon, C.P.R. train despatcher at
Medicine Hat, and had gone with her
two children to the station to meet
her husband, who arrived on the Win-
nipeg train. After the wreck occurred
Nixon had gone home, and finding his
family away returned to the station
for his wife and two children. Their
bodies were identified some hours af-
terwards.

New Bill is Introduced in the
House By Representative
Payne

MANY CHANGES PROPOSED

‘Washi Mareh 17.—~The
membershijghs the house
on ways &nd means, including
crats as well as Republicans, will'heet
at 10 o'clock temorrow for the ‘for-
mal consideration of the Payne tgriff
bill, which saw the light for the first
time in the house today. The senate
committee of finance will at the same
time begin formal consideration of the
measure. The probabilities are that
the house committee will have only
one sitting on the bill, that the meas-
ure will be reported to the house after
it convénes tomorrow, and that {ts
formal reading in committee of the
whole will soon n.

The general debate will be postponed
until Monday, if Mr,: Payne resent
programme is followed, and that
time the measure will probably be be-
fore the house from ten days to two
weeks.

Senate’s Plans

Senator Aldrich, chairman of the
senate:committe¢ on finance, which
will deal with the bill in the senate,
announced today that. he would call
a meeting of the Republican members
of the committee for 2 p.m. with the
idea of immediately beginning con-
sjderation of the house measure. The
finance committee suffered ‘seriously
from the defeats of the recent elec-
tions, and as a consequence the Re-
publican membership numbers only
four senators: They are: Messrs. Al-
drich, of Rhode Island; Burrows, of
Michigan; Penrose, of Pennsylvania,
and Hale of Maine. Mr. Aldrich says,
however, that they can take up the
bill as a sub-committee, and he hopes
‘to have them do so. As soon as the
Republican vacancies are filled the
new members will be invited in and
the consideration of the measure will
proceed, with the hope that on the
part of the chairman that the senate
committee may, 6 be prepared to make
its report very soon after the receipt
of the bill from the house.

Mr. Aldrich declared today that he
had not looked at the house bill, and
he declined to make any comment up-
on it. It is known, however, that many
senators make serious objections to
the changes from the present law,
and the hope is now expressed that it
will be materially amended before it
reaches the senate. Senator Hall says
there are many among them, who hold
the bill objectionable. *“It absolutely
murders the wood pulp and paper in-
dustry of Maine,” he said. “This is
the most important industry in our
state, and we shall resist the change
with the utmost possible vigor.” He
predicted that the bill would be be-
fore the congress for the next three
months or more. The committee on
finance will not grant any hearings,
but will consider any written or print-
ed statements which may be presented
to it.
