Gladstene’s Foreign Policy.

It may be doubted whether England ever
had a prime minister whose home policy
was more popular than Mr. Gladstone’s is
to-day. The course of events during the
past few weeks has shown that in this re-
spect he is most emphatically “‘the people’s
William.” Next to him in popularity
comes Mr. Bright, who is still ‘“‘the tribune
of the people,” notwithstanding his un-
deniable opposition to trades unions and
‘factory legislation. Speaking of the great
liberal demonstration and ‘“‘march past” of
July 21, the Pall Mall Gazette takes note
of the pronounced enthusiasm of the crowd
for (:ladstone and Bright, adding that the
eclipse of the younger liberals was one of
the most remarkable, and not the most
satisfactory, features of the day’s show.
In home policy Gladstone carries all before
him; and the strongest of the tory leaders
are but as manikins in his path,

But that the country has equal confid-
ence in his foreign policy is something that
not even his most enthusiastic supporter
wonld venture to affirm, The Samson
who is strong at all other points is weak
here if anywhere. Be it remarked, too,
that Mr. Bright, the statesman who most
nearly approaches him in popularity,
stands in about the same position with re-
gard to the popular English idea of what
home and foreign policy respectively shall
be.

But they may question
whether it be after all .a wise thing to
wdopt in African affairs a policy calculated
to bring England into collision with Ger-
“Js it nmecessary that this
should be?’ they will ask. As
we have before pointed out, the
English tories lean towards Germany, the
liberals towards France. * It is certain,”
eays the despatch referred to, *‘ that if the
tories came into possession of the govern-
ment, England will speedily become a
member of the Austro-German alliance.”
That England should join any such
alliance does not seem very desirable, we
should say, at all events not on the first
view of it. The case might be materially
altered, however, were it shown that this
alliance was the very thing necessary to
put a check on Russia. In that one hint
there might be volumes of meaning.

If Ben Butler takes the stump on his
own behalf in the pending presidential
contest he will do some tall talking, but it
will be in another vein from the follow-
ing language, addressed by him to the
Irish and the workingmen of New York
city in 1866 :

derous mob of orphan-killers. One governor
of the state of New York, by his comp'icity
with the mob spirit, has doomed himself to
that infamy which in a free country those who
favor mobocracy must ever incur; and now an-
other would-be governor and present mayor,
from the preeinctsand purlieusof hisown office,
sets his hired retainers to the oonﬁonial work of

utting down free discussion and free speech.

ated by the same spirit that actuates you, and
I did not flinch from them. Do you suppose,
then, that I will flinch before you?: A man
who has sme't ganpowder can stand rum and
garlic. You think yourselves the equal of
the negro. No,no; the negro is as immeasur-
ably your superior as heaven is above the hell
to which you are going. . .*  And now,
men of the Five Points, bullies of the bawdy
house, burglars of the Tombs, I simply de-
clare, as the voice of the nation, that you are
not fit for the exercise of the elective fran-
chise.

The Future of the American Negro.

A correspondent of the Louisville
Courier-Journal, writing from Alabama,
gives some interesting factsillustrative of
ethnical tendencies in thaf state. Accord-
ing to him, the negro population is increas-
ing rapidly in the fertile but somewhat
unhealthy lowlands, while the white people
who formerly dwelt amongst them are
gradually leaving for more congenial so-
ciety of -their own color. The land is
owned for the most part by whites, but
the owners prefer to rent or work their
farms- as absentees, rather than subject
themselves to annoyance and their families
to the danger of outrages of the vilest de-
seription, which, on the testimony of the
correspondents’ informants, are unplegs-
antly frequent. How long this state of
absentee ownership can continae is a ques-
tion which time must be left to settle, but
eventually economical laws will probably
put the proprietorship of the soil in the
hands of those who till it.

The facts above referred to suggest one
possible solution of the negro question—
the massing of the race in localities suit-
able to its peculiarities. Under favorable
conditions the negroes multiply with
rapidity, and even in places where white
people cannot stand the climate they will
flourish, There are many humid districts
down South in which they are likely to be
left to themselves, and some such separa-
tion, whether brought about by national
tendencies or by artificial causes, will
probably be found the most advantageous
arrangement for both races, They do not
mingle without an of social
effervescence which makes it unpleasant
all around.

There will, however, be for a long time
a large amount of admixtuce, and also of
that more intimate connection known as
miscegenation. Tastes differ in the choice
of husbands and wives as in other matters,
and the fact that white and black people
do intermnarry has suggested the possibility
of a complete fusion of the races. This
will take a long time to accomplish, if it
ever is realized, and meanwhile the ob-

mulatto is less persistent, both individually
and as a type, than either the white or the
He is more liable, like the Indian
half-breed, to diseases which are apt to
prove fatal, than a comparatively fine

negro.

Sir: In your enumeration of omitted
facts respecting the united empire loysli;t
immigration of which Col. Denison boasts;
you have left out the following':

1, That many of the descendants of U.

curse the folly of their ancestors, which
deprives them of the wealth and social
position they would now “be enjoying in
the United States.

2. That the U. E, loyalist leaven pro-
duced the family compact and the out-
rageous state of affairs that led to the

rebellion of 1837, and that from the per-
nicious influence of the same leaven the
occasional knighthoods accepted by Can-
adians show we are not yet free,

3. That while great credit is
due to the U. E. loyalist A im-
migrants for their stern and succéssful
fight with the forest and the’ hardships of
a pioneer life, at least equal credit is dne
to thousands of other immigrants who
came direct from Great Britain, and
whose hardships and sacrifices Mr. Deni-
son knows and cares nothing about.
