Sickening Sights.

A correspondent with the 90th, writing
from camp near Fort Piﬁ, says: From Frog
lake settlement to Fort Pitt the distance
#s.30 miles. ' The first part was over a very
good trail. Many evidences of Indians
being inthe neighborhood were seen,but no
Indians themselves. Fort Pitt is on the
north bank of the Saskatchewan, on a flat
extending about one mile from the river,
When the oolumn reached the crest of the
range overlooking the fortno fort was seen,
but smoke was. Only a few hours beforea
large band of Indians had visited the place
and setthedifferentbuildingeonfireand they
were still smounldering. On our arrivala
sorutiny of the remains of the fort revealed
some eickening facte, On the bank of the
river the body of a dead policeman was
found. The head was charred beyond
recognition, the heart cut out, hands and
feet manacled, the .lower part of the
stomach cut open and the whole a maass of
festering corruption, In the bush the |
body of a second man was found stripped
and burnt, the heart cut, abdomen cuf
open and hands chopped off. Both these
men had been scalped. It was a disgusting
snd sickening sight, and again bitter
curses on the Indians were heard.

Arriving at Frog lake the settlement
was found to oonsist of the Roman
Catholic mission, a mill and eome
eight or nine settlers’ houses, and the
church parsonage, Every settler’s house
was burned, levelled to the ground, and
their contents strewn around in the cellar
of the parsonage, and guided there by a
terrible smell, one of the most awful sights
ever seen was witnessed. Four dead bodies
were found huddled together in the corner.
Two of the bodies were those of Father
Faffard and Father Laflac and another was
that of a lay brother, and the fourth of
some one unknown. The corpses were
horribly mangled. All four heads were
charred with fire beyond recognition. The
four hearts bad been torn out and wide
incisions had been made in the lower part
of the stomachs, The strong men of the

scrpses were interred next morning.

AT A GOOD OLD AGE,

Archbishop Bourget Passes Away in his
$6th Year. A
MoNYREAL, June 8,—His Grace Mgr,
Bourget, Roman mﬁoﬂo archbjshop of
Martianopolis died this sfternoen.: He
was born October 30, 1799, at 8t
Joseph de Levis, Que., and was the
eleventh of a family of thirteen.
He was ordained a priest in 1822, conse-
crated bishop of Telmessa and coadjutor to
the bishop or Montreal in 1837, and on the
death of Mgr, L’Artique was made bishop
of Montreal in 1840, which position he
retained until 1876, when he resigned, being
consecrated archbishop of Martiandpolis
in July of that year, being the oldest wearer
of the mitre in Am and with bug
one senior in the world. In November,
1882, Mgr. Bourget celebrated the sixtieth
snniversary of his ordination fo the priest-
ood, He issued a great number of
pastorals and published many literary
works. He instituted the first chapter of
the titular canons in th& country and fifteen
religious commaunities at least twenty
religious societies and sodalities owe their
introduction into Cansfls to him,
