In these
cases the Government ought to endeavor to.
meet the importers half-way. But, on the
whole, advances in the tariff comeouti of the
consumer and not out of the importer, and for
one ‘instance where an advance causes the
importer a loss, there are ninety-nine cases
where the importer, by the exercise of fore-
thought, makes:a lot of money out of the in-
crease.
