GLADSTONE TOGOTO OSBORNEM ML 0Ï BALMY BEACH Upld Move of Rail rond Men to Cato»» Lake 
' Michigan.

Ditboit, Mich., Aug. 10.—Preparation 
la being made, and the experiment will be 
tested during this fall and-winter to deal 
shipping interests of the great lakes one of 
the severest blows that that industry has 
yet received from the railroads. Apart 
from the package freight carried by the 
swift steamships, there is hardly anything 
for vessels to take from Lake Erie to Lakes 
Michigan and Superior excepting coal. It ia 
at this traffic that the railroads are now cast­
ing their eyes, and an attempt to gather it in 
ia now being prepared for. At the yard of 
the Craig Shipbuilding Company in Toledo 
there are under construction two huge and 
peculiarly-shaped hulls. They are 260 feet 
long, 52 feet beam and 19 feet deep and 
will cost when completed about <180,000 
each. They are for the Toledo, Ann Arbor 
and North Michigan Railroad and will both 
be completed this fall Each of the steam­
ers will be fitted with four tracks and will 
bp capable of carrying 24 cars. They will1 
be operated between Frankfort, Mich., and 
Kewanee, Wia., a route that ia 60 miles 
long and can be covered in six hours. The 
projectors of the scheme figure 
can be taken across at a coat of <2 each, 
against a present cost of <7, when bulk to 
broken.

New York, Aug. 10.—The undertaking 
of the railway postal service to transport 
safely <20,000,000 in gold from the Sab- 
Treasury in San Francisco to the Sub- 
Treasury in this city baa been suceeasfuly 
accomplished, the vast treasure now being 
locked up in the maânve vault» in Wall- 
street

The shipment waa the largest of the 
kind ever attempted for anything like the 
distance involved,and the precaution» taken 
for its safe transport were of an extraordi­
nary character, making robbery practically 
out of the question. The treaanre cars 
themselves were of steel and supposed to 
bt bomb proof. Half a hundred and more 
trusty gnard* were aboard the train, each 
armed to tbe teeth, and arrangements had 
been made whereby the authorities of the 
postal service were informed by telegraph 
of the location ef the train every quarter or 
half hour of the total time consumed in the 
journey.

The train left the metropolis of the Paci­
fic slope at 6.30 o’clock on Thursday night 
and made the fastest ran that has yet been 
made between that city and New York, 
covering the distance in 107 hours.

The train consisted of five cars, one pri­
vate car directly behind the engine, where, 
through the observation end a guard waa 
kept day and night over the engineer and 
fireman; one mail and three express cars. 
In each our was an officer of the railway 
mail service and ten guards, each of whom 
carried a Colt revolver and a carbine.

The <20,000,000 was packed in wooden 
boxes, sealed und registered, and equally

A WHEAT D18FUIB. ONTARIO'S BMW LAKE LISE.

It Will Have Steamers in Commission Be­
tween Duluth and Oswego.

New York, Aug. 10.—Before another 
the New York, Ontario and West­

ern Railway will probably have a through 
line of its own to Duluth and the North­
west. The company has been considering 
the plan for aeveral years. President T. PT 
Fowler, General Manager J. E. Child», 
General Frsight Agent J. C. Anderson and 
other official* of the road are out of the 
city on an inspection tour. About this 
time they are measuring the Welland Canal 
with a tape line to find out what draught 
of steamers will go through.

The Ontario and Western has extensive 
wharves at Oswego and it has done con­
siderable business in connection with the 
Ogdensburg Transportation Company, 
but it has no regular line and the 
purpose to to establish such a service. It 
is calculated that on» ef. the existing 
steamer lines oan be induced* to make 
Oswego ita regular terminas iqcaoe enough 
freight both west and east bound to guar­
anteed.

This will be the first effort of the Ontario 
and Western to participate in the lake and 
rail traffic. In some respecte it has an ad­
vantage over its "competitors. It has the 
shortest rail line from the lakes to tide­
water and it can tberafore haul freight some­
what more cheaply.

This new move of the Ontario and Wes­
tern will give it a much better opportunity 
to secure Northwestern business.
