I believe in the great
work that has been done in connection
with the Pacific Railroad; I believe that
the Conservative party, more than any-
thing else, has done this—it has justi-
fied, it has vindicated the right of this
country’to a place and a position o
this North American Continent. It has
taken us 26 years—it has taken all our
time ever since Confederation, but’ we
have accomplished that great fact, and
we arc¢ now & nation; we ara “Yow an in-
fluence “‘on this continent, and we have
every promise that hereafter we shall
still be a greater influence and be able
to look 'after ourselves. (Applause.)

The other
members of the committee present were
the Mayor, Ald, Murray, Allen, Hub-
bard and McMurrich.

The chairman at once launched into
the ‘subject of the :recent calamitous
fires. He gave favorable reports of the
injured, firemen, whom he Lad visited
that morning. Chief ‘Ardagh will be
out of bed in a few days.

Then, the Chairman said he had con-
ferred with the Mayqr, and it was deem-
od advisable to have a report from the
chief as to increasing the fire appliances.
This report conld be preséuted o a
special meeting of the committee on Mon-
day afternoon, and Hig Worship would
convene the coun®l for Monday (even-
ing.

Act at Ouee.

Ald. McMurrich said: It seems to me
that this committee should act at onece
in regard to further fire protectiont
We ought to retain the Ronald steam fire
engine till other arrangements can be
made. We should this afternoon pass #
resolution that steam fire engines are
a necessity, and send tfe recordmendation
to the executive at once. We oughbt not
to defer till Monday what we can do
to-day.

We have the reports of the chiel, who
has over and over again recommended
that the city have steam fire engines.

How Toronto Lags Behind.

Toronto is not, for its size, and the
interests at stake, as well protected as
any other city in America. ;

Detroit has 18 steam fire engines, 4
chemical engines, 6 hook and ladder
trucks, 2 aerial trucks and
onel  water tower. The water
tower is on same principle as the
aerial Jadder. It is’on a truck and can
be drawn close to a burning building
and can be turned in any direction or
adjusted to any height! This appliance
can be used without endangering the
lives of the firemen, as ig the case with
ladders. = The #vater. tower would have
saved the highest buildings which havg
this week been destroyed.

In Cincinnati, with a ‘population of
350,000, they have 25 steam fire en-
gines, 3 chemical engines, 10 hose and
reels and 40 ‘hose carriages.

In Boston they have steam fire engines
and a water tower.

In Hartford. with 60,000 pophlation,
they have eight gteam fire engines and
two reserve ones, six chemical engines,
one aerial truck. Two of the fjre ‘en-
zines are self-propelling. Steam' iscon-
stantly kept up.

How the Council Blocked the Way.
