DEFENDER'S EXTRA LOAD.

P

DUNBAVEN TELLS HOW HER WATER
LINE WAS INGREASED,

A Tender Lay Beside Her Until 1 o’clock
in the Morning After the Race—Ropre-
sentative Fish of the Cup Committe
Was Asked for a Remeasurement—De-
tectives on HMand to Protect the Earl.

New York, Dec. 27.-—The special commit-
tee appointed by ‘thé New York Yacht
Club to investigate the charges brought by
the Earl of Dunraven, owner of Valkyrie
III, against the people in charge of the
Defender in the races for the America’s
Cup last September, commenced the inquiry
this morning at the New York Yacht Club.
The members of the Investigating Commit-
tee, J. Plerpont Morgan, George L. Rives,
ex-Secretary W. C. Whitney, Hon. E. J.
Phelps, and Captain A. T. Mahan, United
St:tes Nntvhy, w?re all present.

mong those in attendance repres

the interest of the American ?acn'imgﬁ
were: O O. Iselin, the managing member
o the Defender syndicate; Woodbury Kane,
Ww. B. Duncan, jr., Latham A. Fish, 8. N.

Yacht Club; G. R. Asqaith, one of the best-
known Admiralty Court lawyers of the Eng-
lish Jbar, and J. A. G Hamilton, his' Lord-
ship’s private secretary. Mr. Hamilton
carried a large black bag which held the
numerous affidavits on which Dunraven
mainly relied for the proving of his case.

iThe committee went into session a few min-
utes after 10 o'clock, and as had been pre-

viously arranged, it was a secret session.
Notwithstanding the precaution taken to
ensure secrecy, a very clear idea of what
transpired was prevalent.  Neither Capt.
Haff nor any of the Defender's crew were
called to-day, but they will be examined to-
morrow when the Defender's side of the
case is resumed. The hearing was begun
at 1015 a.m. J. Pierpont Morgan acted
as chairman and G. L. Rives as secretaty.
Jeseph H. Choate acted as counsel to the
committee. The witnesses who were to
testify remained in the smoking room on
the ground floor of the club-house, and
went to the room where the invesfigation
was being held one at a time as they were
called. .
Mr. Asquith opened the proceedings by
presenting Lord Dunraven’'s case. He
stated that no charge was made against
any individual member of Defender syni-
cate. Lord Dunraven did not claim that
Mr Iselin or any ome of the gentlemen
having charge of the boat were guiity of
improper methods, but from his own obser-
vations, and from what he had learned
from others, he was convinced that the
lcad water line of the American boat had
been increased after she had been officially
measured just prior to the first race. This,
he believed was done by surreptitiously add-
to sink her four
inches deeper in water than when she was
measured for the determination of her rac-
ing length. Mr. Asquith referred to the
positions of the two yachts on the night
of Friday, Sept. 6, preceding the first race.
He said that they were both in the Horse
Shoe inside Sandy Hook, and that the De-
fender’'s tender, the Hattle Palmer lay
alongside of the ‘Ameyican boat, and her
crew were at work on her until 1 o’clock in
the morning. The next day those on board
the Valkyrie and on the City of Bridgeport
noticed that the Defender was visibly deep-
er in the water than on the day before.
After the first race Lord Dunraven spoke
to Mr. Iish, the representative of the Cup
Committee, and asked for a remeasurement
of the Defender and a marking of the load
water line on the hull. Before this was
done, Mr. Asquith said, the Defender lay
off Bay Ridge all night with the Hattie
Palmer alongside her, and there was ample
opportunity to remove the extra ballast.
On the Sunday followiug the first race day,
when both yachts were re-measured, their
water line length was found substantially
the same as when first measured. Mr.
Asquith finished his presentation of the
case at 12.45£.m. While he was talking
J. Plerpont Morgat, the .chairman, was
called down town on important business,
and ex-Minister Phelps took his place.
Lord Dunraven was the first witness. He
had only began his testrmony when a recess
for lunch was taken. After recess, Lord
Dunraven centinued his testimony. He
told in detail the movements of the yachts
before and after the first race. The pro-
ccedings were -kept within legal _lines.
When Mr. Asquith finished with his client
Mr. Choate took His Lordship in hand and
put him through a rigid cross-examination,
but the Irish Earl came through with fiy-
lngl colors.

r Glennie was the. second witness. He
went over much the same ground as Lord
Dunraven, and was also cross-examined by
Mr. Choate. When this was finished, Mr.
Asquith presented depositions - made by
Captains Cranfield and Sycamore and mem-
bers of the Valkyrie's crew. After these
had been read, Mr. Asquith announced that
Lord Dunraven’s case was closed.

Mr. Choate then called Nat Herreshoff,
who built the Defender, for the defence.
Mr. Herreshoff stated that between 13 and
14 tons of lead would be required to sink
her four inches after she had been mea-
sured. He said that it was not possible
to add that quantity of lead to the yacht's
pallast and remove it without being seen
by many persons. He had not finished his
testimony when at a few minutes before 6
p.m. the committee adjourned the hearing
till 10 a.m. to-morrow.

Lord Dunraven, Mr. Asquith and Mr.
Hamilton cdme out together, and were fol-
lowed by Detectives jordan and Madden
of the Central Office. who were on hand in
case of any attempted violence.

NOT ALL PLAIN SAILING.

THE TRADES AND LABORBR COUNCIL
AFTER THE CANPIDATES.

Delegate O'Donoghue Was Particularly
Indignant Over the Action of the Rate~
payers’ Meeting and Used Some sifoug
Language—A Number of Resolutions
Read and Discussed.

An adjourned meeting of the Trades
dnd Labor Council was held last night
for the purpose of considering the re-
ports submitted by "the various com-
‘mittees at the last regular meeting.
President Robert Glockling occupied
the chair for the first time since his
illness.

The report of the Committee on
Educational Matters was passed with-
out much discussion.

The Committee on Labels reported
that the matter of inducing the man-
agers of the various city theatres to
insist on having union labels on all
their printing was still under con-
sideration. One clause of the report
asked the endorsation of the council
of a new union labor directory to be,
pukblished by the Union Label League.
This clause éncountered some Opposi-
tion at the outset, chiefly from some
friends of the old labor directory, but
was finally passed.

Opposition to the Reform Committee.

The Municipal Committee’s report
was next read. By this report three
planks in the Council Comimittee’s re-
port were referred to the Legislative
Committee with instructions to op-
pose them. These planks were : That
the aldermanic term be for two years;
that e candidate for Mayoralty must
have been a member of the council
within the five years preceding his
candidature, and. that’ the municipal
cerporation shall have control of the
Public school funds. '

Aiier the Ratepayers.

Incidentally, the Ratepayers’ Asso-
ciation came in for some rough usage
'at the hands of the council Delegate
Sim referred to it as an assoctation
of land sharks and house-renters and
suggested that seven debaters be ap-
pointed by the council to meet a$ many
representatives of the association to
discuss the platform submitted by the
former tp municipal candidates.

Delegate Armstrong also suggested
the holding of a public meeting of
workmen as distinguished from capi-
fzlists for the consideration of the
couvncil’s platform.

Delegate’ O'Donohue was very indig-
nant with the action of the Ratepay-
ers’ Association at Thursday night’s
meeting. “Fancy,” said he “the im-
pertinence of half.a dozen of these
ncbodies calling upon electors to vote
against anybody pledged to support
gectional legislation! What are the
seccundrels after themselves ?” he ask-

ed.
An Opportunity for Candidates.

Following upon this & resolution was
moved by L. Gurofsky, seconded by
A. D. T. Hazle, and adopted without
discussion. After quoting the u-
tion, adopted at the meeting of the
Ratepayers’ Association, as reported
in Thursday’s World, this resolution
went on as follows :

hat whilst this council endorses the
circular in question (namely. the circu-
lar submitted to the various candi-
dates), it does not claim the credit of
sending it out, but wishes it to be
kncwn and clearly understood that it
was the joint action of the bodies who
are not, as well as those who are. re-
presented in this council.

“That this council is in accord with
the convention which sought to obtain
pledges from those 'who desire to re-
present the large body of workingmen
whose Interests we watch, believing it
to be the right of every citizen to know
the policy of any and every candidate
for municipal honors who is seeking
our suffrages.

“That as sectional ideas have exist-
ed and still exist, by which the class
wea represent have always had to suffer
from the combined interests of these
sectional ideas, we still consider it our
duty to obtain pledges from all candi-
dates to protect their Interests, believ-
ing that in doing so we best conserve
the interests of all classes.”
