The
Government deeply sympathized with the
oppressed, but intervention in the internal
affairs of a foreign country was a step re-
quiring grave consideration. The Govern-
ment proceeded on the prineiple of limiting
the intervention within proper boundsand
avolding what they felt to'be the false po-
licy of . coercion. - He strenously denied
that.the Government eyer had any inten-
tion of going to war on behalf of Turkey,
or were ev°r influenced by unworthy jeal-
