We have been bhampered, how-
ever, at every turn by our rel:-.tiqns
with the DPorte, and alliance with
France, our regard for the European
concert, and our anxiety not to awaken
the jealousies of the other powers. We
must remember that, however convine
el we may be of our own good faith
and perfect honesty at this crisis,
Europe judges us wmore by the past
than by the present, and regards every
step we take in the Levant with au un-
founded but not unnatural distrust. It
knows that Egypt is of essential im-
portance to us, and it can hardly be-
lieve that our hesitation to safeguard
our interest in the lstbmus is due to
delicate regard to the feelings of other
states. Here is, perhaps, the secret of
our exclusively naval demonstration at
Alexandria. Had we, when the fleet
was originally despatched, sent an army
corps with it—as from a purely military
pox;ﬂ. of view, should have been dona—
Turkey would have been enraged,
France excited, and Europe uneasy.
An enterprise of “ great pith and mo-
ment,’”’ was, in fact, * sickled o'er with
the pale cast' of diplomatic thought.
Alexandria in flumes is a burnt offering
to that idol of our day—the European
concert., We hope that the evil end
there, We trust that the European
Powers, now face to face with plain
facts, will understand that this is no
time for the puerilities and hesitations
that have hitherto characterized the
Conference at Constantinople. The affer
to the Porte of the task of restoring
order in Egypt may be useful as a kind
of homage to international law. But
though the Sultan was six months ago
the sovereign who ought to have been
pressed to put down Arabi by calling
him to Constantinople, it is obvious
that now he is by no means the best
“ policeman of Europe.’”’ There was a
time when Arabi was merely an inso-
lent colonel of local mutineers unknown
throughout the East; and the word of
the Sultan or a very slight exercise to
‘furkish force would have suppressed
him, amid the applause of all mussul-
mans, who would have regarded with
horror the idea of resistance to the
Caliph. Now, through delay and in-
trigue, however, Arabi has been enabl-
ed to pose as the defender of [slam. Is
it likely, even if his Majesty sends an
army ostensibly to control this master
of mutineers, that we can entirely trust
the policy of the Porte?

The -Apple Tr_Ade.

The work is being rapidly pushed for-
ward on the warehouse situated at the
head of Acadia Company's wharf, and Mr.
F. C. Whitman expects to have the build-
ing ready for the sterage of fruit about the
middle of October. The following are the
dimensions :—One hundred and fifty feet
long by one hundred feet wide, giving a
surface of 15,000 square feet. The base-
ment or cellar will be eleven feet in the
clear, and capable of holding twenty
thoueand barrels The building will be
one storey high, and the first floor will
hold the same quantity of goods,thus giving
a warehouse capable of bolding over forty
thousand barrels. The floor is so.arranged
that the railway cars will be on a level
with it so that freight can be shipped and
received with the greatest ease and des-
patch.

The roof will be flat, running up from
the walls on both sides thirty- feet, the
remaining forty feet to be covered by a
similar roof placed in such a way as to
allow twelve large windows to be placed
four on each side, giving abundance of
light to the building, which is built of
stone and brick. The materials are osti-
mated as follows :—180,000 brick; 700
tons of stone ; 80,000 fect of timber in the
frame of the roof, aad 53,000 feet flooring
and roofing. Mr. Chas. B. Burton, and
Bufus W, Hardwick are the contracting
builders, Mr, Wm. Satherland is ably
attending to the excavating of the cellar,
and has built a strong dyke shutting out
the tide to aid him in his work.

A strong hoisting steam engine, on a
portable frame, will be placed in the
building for hoisting and lowering goods
to and from the basemcnt. This engine
will also be used for discharging vess:ls
at the Acadia wharf. The goods will be
raised from the basement of the building
fto the floor by an endless chain which will
bring np a constant stream of barrels ; and
it is estimated that five thousand barrels
a day can be delivered to & steamer lying
at the wharf.

The building is approached by public
roads on three sides, and on the north side
by the Acadia Railway, a branch from
which will run through the building.—
