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muals sent forth the most terrific greans and crics, and, by 2 natural in»
stutet, extended their legs to prevent themselves from fulling. 'T'be sur
tice of the earth was moved hke an agitated sea; the trees were thrown
ag nust each other, aud many, toru up by the roots, were tossed to a
considerabie distance.

Sounds of every description were then heard, at one time, like the
fury of a sea which hafzoverﬂown s barriers; at another, hke a multi-
tude of carriages rolling over a pavement; and, again, hike the mountains
of rock or marble opeuing their bowels, and breaking into pieces with
a tremendous roar.  Thick clouds of dust, which at the same time arose,
wert taken for smoke, and for the symptoms of an universal conflagration.

The consternation became 8o ¥eneral, that not only men, but the ani-
mals, appeared as if struck with thunder; they ran in every quarter,
without a kuowledge of their course, and where ever they went they en-
countered the danger which they wished toavoid. The cries of children,
the Jlamentations of w omeun, the alteruate successious of fire and darkness
1 the atmosphere, all combined to aggravate the evils of a dire calamity.

T'he 1ce which covered the St. 1.aw rence, aud the other rivers, brohe
into picees, which crashed against each other ; large bodies of ice were
thrown fato the air, and from the place they had quitted, a quantity of
sad, and shme, and water spouted up. ‘I'hie sources of several springs
aud little rivers hecume dey : the waters of other rivers were impregua-
ted with sulphur. At tuues the waters appeared red, at others of a Yel-
towish cust; those of the St. Lawrence becnme white fram Quebec to
Fadoussac, a space of turty leagues, The quantity of matter necessary
to impreguate so vast a body of water must have been prodigious. In
the mean time the atmosphere contivued to exhibit the most awful phe-
homwena: an ncessant rushing noise was heard, and the fires assuined -
every spectes of form.  Porpoises and sea-cows were heard howling in
the witer at I'hree Rivers, where nong of these fishes had ever hefore
been found, and the noise which they seat forth resembled not that of any
Known annal,

Over the whole extent of three hundred leagues from east to west,
and an hundred and fifty frown north to south, the earth, the rivers, and
the cousts of the oceati, experienced for a cousiderable tuue, although at
itervals, the most dreadful agitation. -

The Girst shock condinued without internnssion for halfan hour ; abhout
eight iu the cveung there came a second, no less violent than the first;
aud in the space of half an hour were two others. During the might was
reckoned thurty shocks, -
