Tne Narorar Prooverioss of Loven Neaciu.—The
peculiar natural productions of Lough Neagh in
the mineral kingdom are fossil wood and a number
of gems. Innumerable specimens of chalcedony.
Agate, jaeper, and common pal are found among
the pebbleson the shores of the lake. The frag-
ments of fossil wood 3re very numerous, and are
sometimes so large as to weigh ome or two hun-
dred woight; the largest specimen recorded seems,
indeed, to have weighed about seven' hundred
weight. All are fragments of ancient treescon-
verted into flint. The waters of tha lake bave also
been celebrated for their curative properties, and it
has even been imagined that the name neuyh is a
modification of the lrish word neagb, an ulcer. In
the eign of Charles II., it is recorded that the ron
of a Mr. Cunningham, who Lad been touched by the
King ia vain for the “XKing's evil” was induced to
bathe in this lake for eight days, after which his
sores were dried up, and he was ever after 8 healthy
man, The gems are found chiefly on the south-
eastern shore, and are without exception varieties of
quartz and show uodoubted evidence of their vol-
canic ovigin, The geoeral H oor of the whole coutn-
try around and to the east of the lake is of the na-
ture of ancient and generul submarine lava, The
soil itself and the road metal or broken stones used
to make and mend the highway has the same vol-
canic origin. The well knowa gemsof this lake
then must be regard:d as tho former contents of
blebs and cavities in the old lava, cr of the rest of
the interpacys and ciacics produced fo the natural
contraction of the mass while cooliog,

Tege Lavenise Jackass.~The laughing jackass
i3 almost too well kuown to need deseription. His
appearance and extraordinery note are familiar to
the inhabitauts of every country village in Austra.
lia. Although a kingfisher, ko never procures his
frod from the water, after the orthodox fashion of
kingfishers, but bas more the habits ofa Dbird f
prey. Sitting motionless among the lower branches
of some tall gum tree, unnoticed and apparently
halfasleep, he waits, like Micawber, for something
to turn up. Suddenly, without noise, he drops oft
bis bough and fiies direct to a certalo apot, whence
he socn returns, bearing in his beak a lizard, a small
gnake, or perhups a rat. s acuteness of sight is
extraordinary. ¥rom his clevated post he seetns
to miss nothing, and discerns his prey in swamps
and crevices of rocks at a distance that Is perfectly
astounding, The laughing jackass has the advan-
tage of being able to live on almost aoyrhing that
presentsitself; hence itisalways in good condision
and apparently in good humour. But in spite of
bis carless, happy ltfe, the langhing jackass has his
peculiar duty, sud he performs it conscientisusly.
Snake-killing is his specialty ; lizards, frogs, beetles
small birds, rats, etc, are his usual food, In fact
nothing comes amissto him ; let asnake appear
upon the scene, and the laughing jackass recognises
his quarry at once. Never besitating, he makes
straight for it, his agitation being obrervabie by the
quivering crest feathers. With some caution, he
swoops backwardsand forwards, seeking an oppor-
tunity to seiza the reptile, The suake, with head
erect, ready toatrike, keepson the alert. The ex-
citement continues for some time, till the bird
finally settles down, close by, on the gronnd. Bat
all his stolid, heavy appearance ia gone, His wings
and tail quiver with agitation and eagerness. Fully
alive to the dangerons character of his opponent,
he keeps at a safe distsnce. Flitting around, his
head just out of reach, he continues to annoy him,
till, becoming exhausted, the srake affords him
the opportunity he is seeking. With the rapidity
of lightning, the bird descends upon lhis prey, then
rises in the air, bearing with him the captured
snake, neatly held just behind the head, in such a
position as to render him perfectly powerless. Ris-
ing uatil he has attained & considerable height, he
directs his flight to & more open part of the coun-
try, then saddenly backing inthe air, be drops the

almost at the same time. Stunned and bruised,
the unfortunate spake is in no condition to renew
the contest, and is very soon dispatched and eaten
by his victorious enemy,
