Attention is directed to the efficient-equipment of the University laboratories for 1nstruction in the practical subjects of the
Medical curriculum. The new building of the Medical Faculty has been_ completegl at a cost of $175,000.00 in the Ql}een‘s Park
and affords extensive laboratory accommodation for Pathology apd ?hymofogy Whlc}l is unsurpasse('i. The lectures in thq final
subjects are also delivered in thie new lecture theatres. 'Instl"uctlon in the other subjects of the medical course are taught in the
various science laboratories and lecture rooms of the University. . . o
There are special research scholarships offered to graduates in Medicine, and every opportunity is now offered for scientific
researchh work in any of the various laboratories of the University under the direct supervision of the Professor in cparge‘.‘ ]
“The Faculty provide four medals for the graduating class (one gold and three silver). There are also scholarships available
or undergraduates in the First and Second years ; these are awarded to the canflldates on the results of the annnal examinations.
