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(b) The Drafting Committee itself may decide, where necessary, to transfer
particular draft articles of the basic proposal to the Cbnuittee of the Whole for
substantive consideration.

-Other proposals and amendments

Rule 29

Other proposals and amendments thereto shall normally be submitted in writing
to the Executive Secretary of the Conference, who shall circulate copies
to all delegations. As a general rule, no proposal shall be considered at any
neeting of the Conference unless copies of it have been circulated to all
delegations not later than the day preceding the meeting. The President may,
however, permit the consideration of amendments, even though these amendments have
not been circulated or have only been circulated on the same day.

Decisions on competence

Rule 30

Subject to rule 20, any motion calling for a decision on the competence of the
Conference to discuss any matter or to adopt a proposal submitted to it shall be
Put to the vote before the matter is discussed or a decision is taken as to the
proposal in question.

Withdrawal of proposals and motions
Rule 31

A proposal may be withdrawn by its proposer at any time before voting on it
has commenced, provided that it has not been amended. A proposal or a motion that
has thus been withdrawn may be reintroduced.

Reconsideration of proposals

Rule 32 A

When a proposal has been adopted or tejected 1t may not be treconsidered unless
the Conference, by a two-thirds majority of the representatives of participating
States present and voting, so decides. Permission to speak on the motion to
reconsider shall be accorded only to two speakers from representatives of
Participating States opposing the motion, after which it shall be put immediately
to the vote.
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
