
CONVENTON ON THE PREVENIMON AND PUiNISEMENT 0F
TUE CRIE OF GENOCIDE

THE CONTRACTTNG PARTIES
HAvING Coxsx»uni the deçlaration nmade by the General Assembly of the

United Nations in its résolution 96 (1) dated il Dedember 1iâ46 that genocide
is a crime under international law, contrary to the spirit and aims of the United
Nations and condemned by the civilized world;

RiEcoGNIzING that, at aIl periods of history genocide has inflicted great
losses on humanity; and

BEING CoNvINxcpb that, in order to liberate mankind fromI such an odious
scourge, international co-operation is required,

HERBY AGREE AS HEEEINAFTER PROVIDED:

The Contracting Parties conifirm, that genocide, whether committed ini time
of peace or in time of war, is a crime under international law which they under-
take to prevent and to punish.

ARTICLE, Il

In the present Convention, genocide means any of the following sets
committed with jutent to destroy, in whole or in part, a national, ethnical,
racial or religions group, as such:

(a) Killing members of the group;
(b), Causing serions 'bodily or mental harm to members of the group;
(c) Deliberately inflictiug on the group conditions of life calculated to

.briug about its physical destruction in whole or in part;
(d) Imposing measures intended to prevent births withiu the group;
(e) Forcibly transferring children of the group to another group.

ARTICLE 111

The following act' -liall be punishable:
(a) Genocide;
(b) Couspiracy to commit genocide;
(c) Direct and public incitement to comamit genocide;
(d) Attemnpt to commit genocide;
(e) Complicity in genocide.

Persons oommitting genocide or any of the other acts eiiumerted il,
article HlI shall be punished, whether they are constitutionally responsible rulei'5,
public officiais or private individuals.
