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ANNEX B
THIS TECHNICAL AGREEMENT made the 6th day of November, 1978.
BETWEEN:

THE EGYPTIAN MUSEUM, CAIRO, acting as designated agency of
the Government of the Arab Republic of Egypt (herein-after called the
“Lender)

OF THE FIRST PART;

-and-

THE NATIONAL MUSEUMS OF CANADA, acting as designated
agency of the Government of Canada (hereinafter called the
“Borrower”)

OF THE SECOND PART.

WHEREAS a Protocol between the Government of the Arab Republic of Egypt
and the Government of Canada in respect of the public exhibition in Canada of the
fifty-five (55) objects listed, described and valued in Annex A hereto, initialled by
the parties (hereinafter called the ”Treasures of Tutankhamon”) designates the par-
ties to act as agents of their respective governments and directs them to enter into an
arrangement to provide for the said public exhibition.

Now THEREFORE THIS TECHNICAL AGREEMENT WITNESSES that the parties
have agreed as follows:

1. The Lender shall lend the Treasures of Tutankhamon listed in said Annex A
to the Borrower without fee or other charge, save and except as hereinafter specified,
during a period of time commencing as early as possible after the closing of the exhi-
bition in San Francisco on September 15, 1979, but no later than October 12, 1979
and ending no earlier than the 30th day of January, 1980 so that the Borrower may
arrange for their public exhibition at the Art Gallery of Ontario, Toronto.

2. The Borrower may, if it is able to do so, arrange with the M.H. de Young
Memorial Museum in San Francisco, California, to take possession of the Treasures
of Tutankhamon prior to the 12th day of October, 1979 and with the appropriate
authorities in the Federal Republic of Germany to receive possession of them from
the Borrower after the 15th day of January, 1980 so that the public exhibition in
Toronto shall be as long as possible having regard to the time actually required for
transportation, unpacking, installation and repacking,

3. The Lender shall, not later than the 30th day of November, 1978 make all
necessary arrangements with the appropriate authorities in the United States of
America to permit the Borrower to take custody of the Treasures of Tutankhamon
from the M.H. de Young Memorial Museum not later than the 12th day of October,
1979 and transport them to Canada and with the appropriate authorities in the Fed-
eral Republic of Germany to take custody of them from the Borrower and the
Lender shall provide the Borrower with copies of such arrangements.
