Coast Guard and shall be maintained in force, as amended from time to timé
to coordinate responses to significant pollution threats to the waters coveré
by the provisions of the Plan.

It would be the responsibility of the Canadian Ministry of Transport ar‘d
the United States Coast Guard to administer and maintain the Plan 2
promulgated, or as amended from time to time.

Maintenance of the Plan and actions thereunder would be without preju’
dice to the positions of the Governments of the United States and of Cana
with respect to coastal state jurisdiction over pollution, and without preJudlc
to any other positions of the two Governments regarding the extent ©
territorial or maritime jurisdiction.

If the foregoing proposals are acceptable to the Government of the Unit"f‘cl
States, I have the honour to propose that this Note, which is equally authen?
in English and French, and Your Excellency’s reply shall constitute an Agré
ment between Canada and the United States which shall enter into force ©
the date of your reply.
