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(h) The term "vessel constrained by ber draught" means a power-driven vessel
which because of her draught in relation to the available depth of water is
severely restricted in ber ability to deviate from the course she is following.

(i) The word "underway" means that a vessel is flot at anchor, or made fast to the
shore, or aground.

<)The words "Iength" and "breadth" of a vessel mean her length overali and
greatest breadth.

(k) Vessels shall be deemed to be in sight of one another only when one can be
observed visually from the other.

(1) The term "restricted visibility" means any condition in which visibility is
restricted by fog, mist, falling snow, heavy rainstorms, sandstorms or any
other similar causes.

Applicauion

Rules in this Section apply in any condition of visibility.

Rule 5

Look-out

Every vessel shall at ail times maintain a proper look-out by sight and hearing as
well as by ail available means appropriate in the prevailing circumstances and
conditions so as to make a full appraisal of the situation and of the risk of collisioni.

Rule 6

Safe Speed

Ever vessel shail at ahl times proceed at a safe speed so, that she can take propel
and effective action to avoid collision and be stopped within a distance appropriate tO
the prevaihing circumstances and conditions.
