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that prior to the initiation of the peacekeeping
operation the Council should obtain from the
Secretary-General an estimate of its probable

costs;

that having decided to initiate a peacekeeping
operation the Council should provide for an

appropriate method of financing in each case;

that if the Security Council considers, as we
hope it usually would, that apportionment of
the costs among lMember States is the best

method, then privision should be made for the
General Assembly tc deal with the question of

how apportionment should be implemented.
