The Department of External Affeirs announced today
that the Swedish Governuent has offered a scholarship to be
ewarded to a Canadien citizen for study at a recognized Swedish
university. Men and womon with an cppropriate university degree
are eligible.

The scholarship’is intended to run between September 1,
1949, and May 31, 1950. The total volue of the scholarship is
$1277. Out of this cmount, tho sum of $444 is to be used to
cover travelling expenses to and from Sweden.

Applications should contain a biography of the
candidate, including a full description of zccdemic cnd pro-
fessional career cnd an outline of the proposed subject for
study in Sweden. Letters of rccommendation should also be
inclwled or neanes ;f persons from whon infornaticn moy be
obtained. Applications should be sent before hvgust 15, 1949,
to the Departzent of External Affairs, Ottuwa. Annocuncement of

the aiard will be made as soon thereafter &s possible.
