We, Your Majesty’s most dutiful and loyal subjects, the Commons
of Canada, in Parliament assembled, humbly approach Your Majesty praying that You
may graciously be pleased to give Your consent to submit a measure to the Parliament
of the United Kingdom, to amend the British North America Act, 1867, in the follow-
ing, or to the following effect:—

“ An Act to amend the British North America Act, 1867.”

Be it enacted by the King’s Most Excellent Majesty, by and with the advice and
consent of the Lords Spiritual and Temporal, and Commons, in this present Parlia-
ment assembled, .and by the authority of the same, as follows:—

1. Notwithstanding anything in the British North America Act, 1867, or in any
Act amending the same, or in any Order in Council, or terms or conditions of Union,
made or approved under the said Act, or under any Act of the Canadian Parliament,
the term of the Twelfth Parliament of Canada is hereby extended until the Seventh
day of October, 1917. "

2. This Act may be cited as the British North America Act, 1916, and the Brilish
North America Act, 1867 to 1915, and this Act may be cited together as the British
North America Act, 1867 to 1916.

All of which we humbly pray Your Majesty to take into Your favourable and
gracious consideration.
