Unless express provision le made la the

Hon. 'Mr. SCOTT-I do flot agree with
my boa. frIenti. Wlhen 1Ilntroduced titis
Bill I staîteti that so far as the officers were
concerneti the Governor ln Council would
appoint the warden andi deputy warden.
For ail the other officiais the minister was
authorizeti under this Bill to malte the ap-
pointment, andi I say so still.

Hou. Mr. LOTJGHEED-I ask my hou.
friend to point out to me any clause la the
Bill glving the minister power to appoint
chaplalns ? That power le not given as far
as bas been polnted out to me.

Hon. Mr. SCOTT-It is a matter o! Inter-
pretation, and I tbink my Interpretatiofi ls
right.

Hon. Mr. POWER-I would draw at-
tention to the fact that the nccountant and
surgeon are n.ot provîdeti for by ame la
this Bill, any more than the chaplain. The

general princîple le laid down that the
Governor la Couneli appoint the warden
and deputy 'warden. Ail other necessary
officiaIs are appoln.ted by the mînister. The
chaplain ie just as necessary an officer as
the surgeon, If the hon, gentleman from
Kingston wll excuse me for saying so. The
surgeon looks after the bodies of -the con-
victs, andi the chaplain looks after their
souls ; and surely the souls are of as mucli
consequence as the bodies.

Hon. Sir MiAGKENZIE BOWIDL-The
difficulty whlch presents itself seems to lie
as to the Interpretation to lie given to the
latter portion of clause 27. The point ralseti
by the leader of the opposition is, the cbap-
laine and surgeons are not necessar for

the warden and deputy warden and leave
the balance wlth the minister:; that le the
Interpretation, If my recollection serves me
riglit, whlch the hon. Secret8&y of State
put upon the clause whea we were discus&
ing it lie!ore.

Hon. Mr. SCOTT-No, I was perfectly
clear f rom the*ieginning that the Giovernor
ln Council hati only the appointient of a
warden or deputy warden, andi that ail the
other officiaIs were appolnted by the 'Min-
ister o! Justice. I stated that distinctly.
The Bill was drawa wlth that view: It was
drawn la the Department of Justice and
they kaew what they waated. In tbe sche-
dule, provision ie matie for the dîfferent
officers, and chaplains are speclfically citeti.

Hon. Mfr. WATSON-I shoulti say that
the minister, ln draftng this Bill and put-
tîng clause 34 there, certainly nnderstood lie
hati the power.

Hon. '-%r. WOOD-I thiak the amend-
aient suggesteti by the hon. Secretary of
State should lie adopted. In looking- at
these different clauses It appears to me that
clause 27, where it provides that the min-
ister may appoint or authorize the appoint-
aient of such other officers as inay lie neces-
siry for the proper adminstration of any
penitentiary, and section 33, whicli pro-
vides that the minister shall fix the salary-
to lie paiti to each officer or eaiployee, cover
It If! there le any doulit about It at ail,.
It could lie remetiieti by inserting ta section:
27, 'Sucli other officers anti employeee.'
Then echedule 'A' would desigliate the dif-
fereat employees to whom the clauses applY.
Mf clause 34, as 1 underetanti It, were eli-
minateti entirely, there coulti only lie one
Roman Catholic anti one Protestant chap-
lain. Clause 34 as aentiet *by the bon.
Secret-iry of State gives the minister dis-
cretioaary power; he may, if lie thinks pro-
per, allow the ministers of different Pro-
testant tienominations to officiate ia the peni-
tentiary. It appears to lue tliat that on
the whole ie a wise discretioaary poýwer tor
give the miaister and, under certain cir-
