FOR TORONTO

m HE University of Toronto has decide to institute 
^ a Bachelor of Commerce degree nex year.

The Bachelor of Commerce Course will include 
some radical departures from the Arts Course. The 
details are mostly tentative as yet, as only the entrance ' 

■ requirements and the first year have been decided 
upon. _ As now in the Arts Course, it will take four 
years for the Bachelor of Commerce degree. To enter 
the course, a prospective student will need Honor 
Junior Matriculation as well as Pass Junior Matric. 
This will make the entrance requirements something 
like those of the Faculty of Applied Science, and like 
the Honor Courses of the Faculty of Arts. More 
attention throughout will be given to commercial 
subjects, though, with special emphasis on modern 
languages, and doing away with Greek, although Latin 
will remain optional. Typewriting and shorthand 
will both be made compulsory for the new degree. 
Political economy will be one of the most important 
subjects, with attention also to law. 
shorthand and typewriting, one of the chief differences 
of the new course from the present Arts Course of 
Commerce and Finance will be that Latin is not a 
necessity. Until the success of the new Bachelor of 
Commerce degree is seen, the Arts Course of Com­
merce and Finance will be continued as at present.
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
